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Abstract

In this article we discuss the rights of students with disabilities in Georgia and European
countries, legislative changes and international political documents. Today the rights of
persons with disabilities are one of the areas on which attention is focused in almost all
developed countries and the protection of their rights is one of the important, priority and
noteworthy issues. All modern researchers rely on international norms and recognize their
