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Abstract: The Levant Company was one of the English joint-stock companies that originated in
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1581. The Sapaio Company included more wealthy merchants than the London Company of Merchant
Adventurers, who had a large amount of capital in circulation, which enabled them to make large
expenditures in the countries of the Levant.

An individual member of a company of merchant-adventurers traded independently. He
provided the freight himself. He took upon himself the loss and profit during trading. The Company’s
trade was primarily continental and could not afford the costs of long-distance trade, whereas the
Levant Company could.

By 1588, the Levant Company was transformed into a regulatory, monopoly company in the
countries of the Levant (in the Middle Ages, the Mediterranean countries - Asia Minor, Syria, Pales-
tine, Egypt, Greece were included in the countries of the Levant, which were part of the Ottoman
Empire) and its status was - a joint-stock company. On January 7, 1592, the company was granted a
new charter, according to which the companies of Turkey and Venice were united with the company..

By the charter of 1581, English merchants were granted the right to trade for 12 years. and in
1601 for 15 years. In 1661, by charter of King Charles II, the Company was transformed into a political
body with legislative authority in the Levant. The number of company members was not limited. The
main candidate should have been a wholesaler or with seven years of experience. Under 25s were
admitted if they paid £25. And those with an older age are twice as old. The number of members of the
company is named at different times: 29, 43, 119, 300 people.

In addition to the Londoners, provincial merchants were also united in the Levant Company.
Also, company merchants were united in three or more companies. If it were not for the large capital
of the merchants, they would not be able to participate in the trade affairs of several companies at the
same time.

The Levant Company was headed by a ruler-governor who had 12 assistants. The company also
had responsible representatives in places where it had commercial dealings. Such was the ambassador
in Constantinople and the consuls and vice-consuls in various cities of the Levant. In addition, the
employees of the embassy were translators, a treasurer and a preacher.

The company had established import and export regulation rules. From England it exported
mainly Maud fabrics, while it imported silk, cotton, blueberries, drugs, ylang-ylang, nutmeg, pepper,
clove-cinnamon, wines, and other oriental goods. They mainly traded in: Venice, Zante, Kefalonia,
Candia, Constantinople, Scio, Aleppo, Tripoli, Algiers, Cartagena, Alicante, Barcelona, Valencia,
Marseille, and they did not allow excessive quantities of goods to be exported and imported, as this
would cause the goods to lie down and the profit would be less.

The royal government did not allow relations with the countries of the Levant: Venice, Turkey,

despite many dissatisfactions of English merchants, because it would be unprofitable for England from
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a political point of view. This is exactly diplomacy. It was better to suffer the English merchants than
to aggravate the hostilities with the countries of the Levant.

English merchants developed the technology of cotton and silk production, which developed in
a capitalist way, in which England was helped by the experience of Maud textile production. Finally,
the English cloth trade in the countries of the Levant left a large profit for England. Also, the import
of oriental goods (raw materials) silk, cotton contributed to the development of relevant production,

which led to the economic development of the country.

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Abstract: From ancient times, Hereti bordered the Kingdom of Iberia from the east and was
inhabited by tribes related to Georgians. From ancient times, there were close ties between the Iberians
and the Herians, and the process of cultural-ethnic and political fusion of the Heruri tribes with the
Kartl-Kakhels was noticed. Vakhushti Batonishvili has an interesting report on the origin of Hereti,
according to him, «Hereti was named after Heros, the son of Targamozi, who divided the five countries
of Ese among his brothers and conquered the Saghvari region» (Vakhushti Batonishvili, 1941:86). In the
8th century, the principality of Hereti was established. Its transformation into a kingdom is connected
with the name of Gregory of Hammam, who received the title of king in 893. The Kingdom of Hereti
was later annexed by the King of Kakheti, Kvirike III, and a unified Kingdom of Kakheti-Hereti was
created. In 1104, Davit Agmashenebeli succeeded in the battle of Ernakh and joined Kakheti-Hereti
to the united feudal Georgia. The beginning of the 17th century was particularly difficult for Hereti.
Shah Abbas I established the Elisu Sultanate on the territory of Hereti, which he handed over to the
Georgian Prince Vakhvakhishvili, who converted to Islam, and gave him the Sultanate. From now
on, Elisu Sultanate became the main outpost of the fight against Kartli-Kakheti. The settlement and
settlement of Leks from the mountain began. The Leks oppressed the Georgians and forced them to
accept Islam. In the 19th century, the term «Saingilo» was established. Ingilo means «<newly converted»
in Turkish, and the Ingilos were called Georgians who converted to Islam. Hereti was permanently
removed from Georgia under the leadership of Sergo Orjonikidze and Joseph Stalin on November 15,
1921, based on the agreement between the Soviet Republics of Georgia and Azerbaijan. Today, Heret
is part of Azerbaijan and includes Belakani, Zakatali and Kakh regions.

whlit is important for every Georgian to have information about the homeland and the Georgian

A bronze hoard
of the Colchis culture has been discovered on the Sokhumi mountain, which is dated to the middle of
the 2nd millennium BC. The bronze hoards of this early stage also come from other places in Abkhazia
(Pilenkovo, Gagra, Bichvinta /Pitsunda/, Likhni, etc.). These findings confirm that the coastal area of
Abkhazia, together with central Colchis, is the region of origin of the bronze Colchis culture. Several
copper deposits have been discovered in the region. Ore mining in the nearby Bakshapshara deposit in
the Kodori Valley probably began at the end of the 2nd millennium BC. In the future, archaeological
excavations in Abkhazia using modern methods may shed more light on this important cultural-

historical problem.

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Abstract: Material culture of historical Apsilia has much to reveal about the values women
represented in Colchian life. And the purpose of this paper is to examine female groups essential to our
understanding of Colchian women and gives some insight to female archetypes representing mother,
wife or perhaps the lover. Some of them are little studied in my doctoral dissertation, but not reflect
on the qualities stored in female archetypal entities. The useful contrast in burial practices, wealth,
principles of property have varied considerably over years, from situation to situation demonstrates
how they served individualization. This also tends to suggest how the gradual social and ideological
transformation influenced the late roman female society from early Christianity. All constitute stories
of cultures, attitudes, ideas, individual’s fantasies, which require building up a new narrative framework
for the history of how those females might look in relationship, in family (when joined in marriage) or
in public realm. Models that have been used to describe distinctive patterns in behavior, practices and
belief are emotional and spiritual picture of female experiences in NW Colchis.

Some of the idea we got from archeological evidences is hard to reach how it worked in practice,
as there is no written evidence to confirm. What their identity or different geographic origin might

reveal on interactions or influencing each other is difficult to assess.

Key words: woman, custom, faith

The academic discussion of the topic Colchian women goes back to antiquity, with tendency of
focusing on powerful abilities of famous princess of royal family Medea. She wore ‘peaked headgear,
associated with eastern Barbarians’ (Euripides) and her much advanced character definitely not discussed
from a man perspective, but from a cognitive abilities. All this is little and we still know very little about
the classic, Hellenistic or roman time Colchian women, be-cause we simply dismissed the practical and
conceptual point of women analyzing the grave ma-terial. There is at least Apsilian material culture we
have to move on, to better understand what female images conveyed in identification process, since we
are dealing with cognitive system based on multi-tribal society.

From historical perspective this region can be argued to be functioned within the trade context,
which brought different social reality because of its significant location between Caucasian mountain
and Black Sea in NW part of Colchis, and also the perspective of two directional roads that crossed
Apsilia. It brought another social condition and thereafter military reality which also comes into play.
However, what power and ambitions they had are seen in military groups, de-fensive structures over
the road and how they explored events. Hundreds of individual stories rise here was a matter of success
in trade or battle disadvantages. And, I am trying to piece to-gether who might have worn all of

that fascinated archeological stuff that draw females of area, and how Colchian women may appear

in theoretical model. Therefore, I will attempt to discuss how woman in Apsilia might looked like
through their life, and how it applies on structuring fe-male society between the mid- 3rd to the early
6th centuries. This data comes from grave material.

What chronological proceedings showed is distinctive impact of females in area:

- The 270350 AD which is a short period of occupation already show 25 % females in residence,
but no information about children, couples or families.

- In the following years of 380/420 — 450 AD female society increases to 40 % and revealed

- The 450 — 500 AD reflect significant change and decrease of female society to 20 %.

- The last 500- 530/550 AD which is period of conquest and abandonment, some females survives
only in area of Shapka and Tsebelda.

Those women I actually classify in terms of single, lover, married and mother. That tends to
understand the nature of single and double body burials, and also their clothing, where properties
are actually varies. They often include various fibulas, seldom the buckle and occasionally buttons of
precious stone. That often used in a way to communicate cognitive field, but only clothing style does
not quite works in tribal field indeed; because some of the style is basically used in different burial
practices and identification becomes more difficult. However the position of fasteners, their functional

properties and jewelry is everything we need to realize female outfit. That also guides the history of

fashion and beauty practices observed in this area.

From physical data we can imagine females with 1.50 to 1.62 m body height. Differently
structured stola or kind of local over garment and tunic underneath it, might the basic style. All the
rest is reflection of fashion and abilities of community attitudes. But clothing is obviously much climate
depended and that is why textiles varying in fabric and weight (including linen, silk and wool) those
we realize from the size of fibulae. We don’t know exactly what kind of textiles used for garment. Few
surviving bits of textile on fibula from Apusta grave have not been investigated'. But most surely it
was made from Colchian linen, well known from ancient time. Also Silk does not excluded to be used
in later years?, but expensive textiles might affordable to the wealthy.

Therefore, when we think about the Colchian female in roman and early medieval period, we
have to imagine verities of dress and think about the meaning behind them. Indeed, we don’t know

much about exact garment and the ways they wore similarly to Greeks, romans, or had own version;

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but all they might use a 7unica Intima (intimate tunic)®, mamillare (breast band) or strophium (the
top) and subligaculum (bottom). We can speculate from evidences of sustaining fasteners that at least
four different clothing types are observable. They probably based on a long garment supposed to fall to
the ankles or even a little longer (Fig.1.B)*.

Earlier images of 270-330 AD follow few different ideas. We get three distinctive version of
dressing. The first entails a high interest in a pinned dress on both sides of chest, which have been used
by female society of southern Apsilia. Earliest style of that worn by Mramba women is more spectacular
perhaps because of much fitted garment tied together with cornelian buttons at the neck. Her over
garment was fastened with omega type bronze fibulae on both sides of chest and then belted (Fig. 1,
A)>. She might look pretty, by wearing a gilded glass neckless, quite a short chain of pearls suspending
some carnelian and sardonic stone beads, and a silver bracelet on the left arm. No evidences about her
hairstyle and we don’t know if small knife found on her hip may reflect a clothing component, similar
to some Pithius female®. Stylistically her dress shows a Greek influence, but what about the fibulae
type? Could be it a kind of dress might worn by women who had special connections with Colchian
authority and effected an area?

From cognitive perspective at least, this style implies something more, because continued to the
late 4th century and used by different communities lived in Apsilia, but why? - It is a central question
of hidden and unspoken story. Most obvious examples of that are few regional females still walked
in similar clothing here, shared a rarest cremation funerary ideas that is characteristic for classic-
Hellenistic central Colchian Chkorotskhu and easily lead to regional concern (Fig. 2)”. But a women

from mountaineer Apusta with Abazgian type pottery, preferred to dress rather differently even in

arly-4th century?®.

Most of the rest garments during the mid-4th to early-5th century supply more stereotyped
clothing, well styled within the areal tradition, and provide information from a cognitive perspective.
Three fibulas on the chest and perhaps more brightly colored cloth give certain sophistication to style.
It involves the fibulae types like lebjazhi, profiled, local arched bow fibula, some applying a new coil-
wire design (Fig.1,B) and early type of cross headed bow fibula. Number of characteristic reflected in
fibulae sizes, which we find in graves of any type body display at the time, suggest autumn clothing.
But if we dive a little deeper, we can actually see that some female of upland Apusta and Lar are still
very confident in their little distinctive outfit. Some style is based on a single fastener. We don’t know
why they wore kind of dress pinned at the left’ or on the right shoulder'® which is not traditional,
unusual and strange, but each brought through behavior and consciousness. Perhaps it gives notice of

a very first moment of stylistic change. What a Lar women tends to illustrate is how to shape the body

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by using a belt with circular buckle below the breast, and in cooler climate make a look nicer by pulling
over a wool mantel, and pin it on the chest with Colchian coil-bended fibulae'. That is likely to be
based on a roman fashion and keep an attractive look with a short neckless of various glass and paste
beads. Not far from Lar, we can imagine the Apusta women, dressed perhaps in simple long sleeved
tunica, her over garment pinned with a single Colchian fibula on the left breast area and hided hears
neadwear, which is similarly tied by fibulae at the right temple'?. Silver earrings and bracelets she
wore on both arms, and jeweled cloth with several beads on the chest, is a way in which she remains
more fashionable.

A rarest dress category for example with two or three fibulae tied at the neck', glad to ware
Mramba and Apusta woman, may address an exceptional clothing that had been worn whether for

marriages, funeral other social occasions like diner and etc.

Most enigmatic is a dress style without fasteners, which also appear in cremation graves and in

Therefore, we don’t
know if all women had access to the dress attire or there were kind of women, who robably never wore
fasteners in their entire life and similarly displayed in their funeral. But a basic sleeved tunica, the
Stoller wrapped on or belted with a simply knotted belt below the breast is version to be expected. If
they pull around a rectangular mantle (around the waist, and then over the arm) cloack or Palla, might
depended on occasion.

What may consider the early medieval female society in Apsilia, it was closely connected with
reside from northern to central parts of area by the late 5th century, and also their active response with
fashion. Therefore, we see an example of that distinctive overdress with a front clothing coat, fastening
with several fibulae on the chest', similar to central Apsilian society, and on the left shoulder'® or at
the neck'” that showing mountaineer female behavior. But changes that follow trends and patterns are
highlight another group, with different sets of fastener, and nail cleansing strep-ends or cosmetic sets,
which hung on fibula at the waist, or worn on the right shoulder. It appears from about 430 AD and
observed only among central Apsilian woman society’®. Interestingly, all females avoid wearing a head
cover with fibulae decoration. Some verities based on conceptual change are referenced in images of
cross shaped fibulae used in same way as others, also in a golden cross on the chest and some protective
elements like bell, which thought to be a grave offering'.

However, they are female images usually of middle and low class, buried over several hills at
the south and north. Information bias enables to comment what a textile features Plebian woman or
Patricia, or the most prominent female of area. Only jewelry brings us to the image of two wealthiest
females of Shapka society of 320-350 AD and 400-450 AD. The first, a conceptually distinctive
Akhatsarakhu woman accentuated her dress with a belt, suspending rarest square buckle made of

bronze and with Colchian arched fibula®. But her golden pendant of rounded shape is that matches

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to socially prominent female. It was decorated with royal blue glass, consisting three attached twisted
thin-wire, each with spherical white pearl, and with a loop for hanging on the neck.
Another is more status conscious woman from Abgdzrakhu with 1.60 m body height, dressed in

kind of cloak that tied by two distinctive local fibulas at both sides of shoulders and mantle pined with

Lebjazhi type fibulae on the chest?. I expect her with a popular hairstyle, very-well coifed or curled up
hair, and at least with a head-band adorned by local arched fibula. Her precious jewelry including an
imported golden pendant incrust with red stones, also the silver earrings, finger rings and bracelet that
could ascertain a quick glance at her. High quality stuff of other women from Abgidzrakhu might draw
attention with a golden cross, some set of precious tone beads including various carnelian, sardonic
and rock crystal, also a 14-cut royal blue beads. Her mantel tied by silver fibulae on the chest”>. Both
Abgidzrakhu females may engage in public life as well.

Some graves show that defensive structures were areas not only for fighting, but to live, love
and protect a woman, wives, daughters and sisters (perhaps of influential man). Identification of that
is essential, because they are where we find untold stories of personal relationships and experiences,

which also influence the social structure and shifted changes.

in beauty service at time (500-530 AD), who get over the stereotype outfit. Trying to shape the body
by north Caucasian hinged fibulae at right side of belly is a way she might advance a sty-listic change.
She might actually be appeared in life with a narrow and long sleeved tunica

with a slit neck, wrapped a short sleeved over garment which is decorated with silver plate

at the chest and belted below the breast (Fig. 3)*°. No evidences of her hairstyle, but bronze
hoop-earrings, imported bracelets on both arms, some even from Palestine and a necklace of silvered
glass pearls and stone beads are all about her wealth. Nail-cleansing and cosmetic straps that hung on
hinged-bronze fibula and supported the belt, accentuate not only a dressing style, but multifunc-tional
nature. That in fact you get also from sort of corresponding assemblages like scissor and awl. But scissor
is one of the main reasons I think how hairdresser look like in early medieval Apsilia. And a vintage
point of her importance is appearance among military society who would definitely need a popular

haircut.

Her cosmetic sets, useful for adorning the eyelashes, lids, lips and for removing them could
re-veal a behavior of the knowing subject-being engaged in beauty revives. We don’t know any-thing
about her makeup, but all this stuff gives sense of how this woman looked like. In general, we don’t
know what kind of face cream, chalk or lead power could be used by females in Apsilia, but deposited

bowl and Lazian type pear shape jug could be helpful for Tsebelda wom-en for mixing the cosmetic

Couples grave. Another is a double body grave of different gender from Tsebelda fort ceme-tery.
It is a limited grave category that evoking number of emotional relationships and cognitive processes.
We in fact, know little about lovers or couples from Colchis. Some earliest cases from Apsilia turns us
think about the period of 360-380 AD of their sudden appearance, which could be indicative for the
changes in law. Therefore, let me start first with a couple grave found in civilian community of mid-4th
century Apiancha.

An Apiancha woman is attributable to earliest evidence of couple grave had been presented with
a 1.55 m body, placed to the left of her men (Fig.4)”. The sense we get form both-identically displayed
decease, burial practice and offering spectrum, is a picture pretty much of the same community. She
was very fond of using the 4th century version of garment, a mantle pinned at the neck and perhaps the
rare hair-strep. Both had been fastened by identic coil-banded Col-chian fibulae, with metal stepped
spirals at the left side. But another fibulae found in jar suggests a kind of different wool garment
she might have. If we try to understand the content of her part-ner’s offering, he in fact leaved as a
spearman (1.75 m height) that point, but does not seem a kind of roman soldier.

A matter we do see in fingerings of another couple from the largest military side of area and a
possible reason behind them is relative to an advantageously married soldier. It at least, it may imply a
die of women together with her men, probably during 530-550 AD and that is why placed to the right

of him?. The notes of her waist belted dress and over garment pinned with a

north Caucasian hinged fibulae at the left shoulder, suggests similar design known from the 4th century
Apushta area. As it was unusual at time, it could be a cautionary tale appearing this way. Because, we
should bear in mind, that grave come at the time when certain changes of fashion and fasteners are
remarkable. A small knife at her right hip is like others from area. From the body display, I would
argue that she is similar to those Tsebeldian society does not distinguish much from Colchian. But
since there is no strongly supportive construction of funerary ideas, it is difficult to find a conception
for her tribal origin. In contrast, the body display of her hus-band, more specifically a knee bent right
foot, is indication of distinctive treatment. Looking at the stone lining practice, often expected diverse
community, makes me to believe a more differ-entiated practice, which first appears in central Apsilia
in early 4th century Tsebelda. And if we figure out his dress attire and a narrow belt consisted of two

distinctive strip-ends of Tolnanemei type and strip-terminals of Aeraldic”, together with an actual

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Leader shoe caligae (?) made with hob nails to cover the ankle?, all are byzantine influence. His finger
ring and hinged north Cau-casian fibulae supported his cloth on the right belly area, comes from
different sources. I am not sure if this stuff was actually important to express the military rank, but his

burial place from the commanding officer residence, obviously proves his authority.

Mothers: Some women get kids and produce a very attractive and clear conceptual figure of
mother (Fig.5). They are two distinctive categories applying whether a child or adult, and chron-
ologically of 450-500 AD and 530-550 AD.

There are few examples of first category. Earliest comes from Apiancha?. That is an image of
elegant mother in sleeved garment with a closed tunic that is pinned by a Lebjazhi type silver fibula on
the chest. She wore imported bracelets on arm, silver earrings and a kind of stone jew-elry appropriable
to the time. Her body display, clothing style and provided deposition is very realistic to consider local
women. The position of the child articulated bent at the right foot of mother is an indication of a very
young age. Since there is no sign of related deposition, we don’t know more about this child.

One aspect of later grave from Tsebelda is that it goes to demonstrate which community
women and children have prevented in Tsebelda fort®. Another aspect is a burial custom of
women with child, who dressed similarly to some Tsebeldian community in a way of using
north Cauca-sian hinged fibulae at the right shoulder. Both were similarly articulated in most

predominant extended position with distinctive head facing. Funeral made clear that pouring
wares at the head is similar to the practice seen in area®, but instead of using jug she occur a north
Caucasian pot-tery above the right shoulder similar to a 4th century women from Apushta®. Also,
we don’t have any explanation what causes small knife to be placed on her right shoulder. However,
be-cause containing north Caucasian pottery, and applying a stone lining practice, much of that so-
phistication often used in north Caucasian grave, some experts refer it as North Caucasian indi-vidual
(Alanian ?)*. But, there is a little bit to think about historical context of first appeared stone lining
graves in mid- 4th century Tsebelda area®. We need to understand the nature of their funerary

content, which does not exclude the shift of a little new community® and that is central to Tsebeldian

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society. Therefore, such later graves may include individuals those ancestors have happen to immigrate
in Apsilia. And this intention of Tsebelda women could be both, emphasis and results of past changes

attributable to certain community of Tsebelda area.

Another category from Lar and Apiancha are mothers, probably with their daughters, showing
carefully conducted burial practice and corresponding structure®. Both mothers are similar in extended
body display (with distinctive head facing) and in front placed feminine adult (Fig.6). Two pouring
pottery of Lazian character are set at the head is similar method seen in 4th century graves of area”.
Mothers are dressed up carefully in most common garment with two fibulas on their right shoulder,
but from their cross shape pattern we may speculate byzantine dress style of Christian community. We
don’t know if adults wore different kind of dress, but fibulae on the left shoulder may resemble a Peplos
type earlier costume. Their body display makes me a little wonder about origin, since regional people -
some from northern Caucasia are often seen that way placed on their right hip. But since elder females
decline such body display practice in Apsilia, it could be an indication of Age®. Kind of evidence like
a hoe and whetstone indicates what type farming or gardening she was engaged in.

Conclusion: However, the point I'm trying to make is that, Colchian females were great follow-ers
of fashion in any historical period. They were similarly important in the civic and military community.
Evidence of female presence inside the fortified area are wives of militaries and sort of situations they
getting wives. Who were they we don’t know, but how they treated or rise generation is reflected in
cognitive thinking and how they transformed their identity through cen-turies.

We draw mixed communities in fact, which produce the mental, cognitive and cultural map of
multi-tribal female society in Apsilia. Their attitudes and interests might often oppose, distinc-tions
would not set aside, which may also reflect on social structure or shape distinctive behav-iors. But it
is not easy to illustrate the social interaction of different female groups, how they re-lated with each
other or how all this works. Some from the places of Mramba, Apiancha, Tseb-elda and Apushta would
actually meet every day and even involved in some kind of community work, or for something they
care about. Indeed. But they all had to share life and resources managed by Colchian Kingdom and

political activities, some of which may lead to innovations and change.

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This we get from offered properties giving a broader perspective on the life model of Colchian
women and their active role in process. Popularity of clothing and evidences of cosmetic, make up
fashion, jeweled hairstyle, showing a rapid changes in beauty practices suggests skilled fe-males might
welcome in beauty practices. Such is a Tsebelda woman well-intentioned and so-cial, who easily could
be imagined as a hairdresser, or skilled in arts of dressing and make up, therefore fell on social duties
or public responsibilities with popular job. But some might en-gaged in laundry to wash the cloth and
cooking services of soldiers. Evidences of certain knit-ting tools and sewing needle of Tsebelda and
Apusta females (Fig. *) is conformation how proud they were to be able of spinning fibers, knitted socks
to wear with sandals, weaving cloths or making garments, at least for their family members or even for
soldiers. Skilled females might well involve even in wool or line production. Line production center in
Colchis is un-known, but Apsilia had all condition for producing wool.

Few women of Mramba are seen competent in rituals, since they are easy to distinguish with
handmade miniature juglets which possibly practiced in performing rituals or liturgies®*. They could
be experts in healing medical practices or kind of Maggie that motivated people and pro-tected at least
from stress. This may define location (Mramba) and stage (300-360 AD).

In fact, the career opportunity for women was limited and they would deal with all sort of
work. But Expectations of women might depend on family social status as well. Some married fe-males,
especially enable nursing own children, required much effort in full daylight to keep family looking
good. This obviously turns out to explain administrative and managerial skills of women. Most may
act for the household consumption such as animal husbandry, producing cheese, care of vegetables,
cooking dinner or organize parties, might not be considered popular job. But the household of women
financially supported by their husbands would run very-well and such examples could be each wealthy
women of Apsliia. Some important woman, perhaps from officers’ family might have some public role
in social organization.

We know that people in Apsilia were heavily engaged also in trade as biggest part of Apsilian
economy, based on Mediterranean and near eastern trade. But no evidences for defining females in this

matter.

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Abstract: The thesis refers to the Hellenistic period’s imported ceramic materials (amphorae,
lutherie, plate, salt cellar) fabricants and fabric centers. The Nokalakevi site is located in Senaki
municipality, 16 km. North of the town of Senaki, on the left bank of the river Tekhuri.

Since the 1930’s archaeological excavation have unearthed different archaeological layers dated
back to the 8th-7th cc. B.C. workshop settlement and ritual square, a 6th-4th cc. B.C. settlement, a
3rd-1st cc. B.C. settlement and burials, and the 4th - 6th A.D. cc. ruins of the capital of the Egrisi
kingdom.

Since 2001 Anglo-Georgian expedition carried out archaeological works continuously, expedition

worked in the different parts of the settlement and unearthed Hellenistic period settlements and burials
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with local and imported archaeological materials.

The appearance of the imported materials in Colchis means their trade relations between the
Greek world and Colchis. There is unearthed a lot of ceramic materials produced in the city of Sinope,
mostly there are amphorae fragments and two amphorae handles with the stamp on them. Expedition
has unearthed ceramic materials from different industrial centers. We have examined black and

red-covered artefacts dated back to the 3rd-2nd centuries B.C.

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Abstract: The first archaeological expedition (head L. Sakharova) was held at the Tskheta
Necropolis (Lechkhumi) in 1962. Fifteen burials dated from the Classical Period (4th century BC — 4th
century AD) were excavated. The discovered artefacts are kept and exposed at the Tsageri Museum.
Along with the other materials found in Lechkhumi, the materials revealed at the Tskheta Necropolis
are investigated and published. It is understandable that in the 1960s it was impossible to carry out
palynological studies, since this branch of science was established even in the European countries only
in the 1970s. This discipline was started in Georgia about 20 years ago. The organic residues were first
collected from the archaeological materials and investigated by Eliso Kvavadze.

The excavations at the Tskheta Necropolis were resumed in 2015. Due to the palynological
investigations, carried out by means of two methods — Palynological studies Palynologycal and
Non-Pollen Palynomorphs (NPP) - the organic residues were collected from the clay vessels, which
were found in the burials dated from the Classical Period in the course of the excavations carried out
at the Tskheta Necropolis in 2016, 2017, and 2018. There were identified pollen grains of wine-grapes,
and vine-yard weeds. Of the NPP, there were defined lots of pollen grains of starch, phytoliths, as well
as flax fibers. The latter ones, presumably, represent remains of clothes or linen textile, covering the
jug.

Tracheal cells of the tree heartwood are encountered in great amounts, proving the existence of
wooden constructions in the burial, while, of the NPP, the abundance of ticks could serve as a proof
of interring of the deceased in the warm season. This kind of research was conducted for the first time

in Lechkhumi.

Abstract: Vashlovani village is rich of the historical past. Toponyms of the Christian period and
archeological materials are often dicovered in its territory.

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The results of the archaeological excavations carried out in 2022 in Kedkedi village of
Khelvachauri Municipality (Sindieti)
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Abstract: Ajara Museum — Batumi Archaeological Museum has carried out an archaeological
expedition in village Sindieti (team members: Tamar Shalikadze, Emzar Kakhidze, Izolda Dumbadze,
Archil Malakmadze, Nugzar Aphakidze). The research was financially supported by Cultural Heritage
Protection Agency of Ajara. Primary research was done to scrutinize a dry stone wall and a quite large
structure found on the southern part of the cellar, which was discovered the previous year. A square-
shaped tank built of medium stones, which was held up to hold the pressed juice so called Isarna, was
cleaned. It was once plastered with limestone. As a result, after several days of work, a well-preserved
winepress also appeared. As it is known, winepress is one of the first items of equipment related to
pressing grapes and making wine. Winepresses built with mortared stone appeared in Georgia from
the 10th-11th centuries, which indicates the special advancement of the field of viticulture and
winemaking. In Ajara, they are discovered in large numbers in the Machakheli valley, in the villages of
Kedi and Shuakhevi municipalities and so on. Fragments of various jugs and jars appear in the territory
of the winepress and the tank itself. The cellar should be dated to the early or late Middle Ages.
However, until the complete study of the complex is completed, it seems premature to talk about the

date. Interesting news await us.

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Abstract: The paper represents burial and mourning customs studied based on ethnographic
materials of Gali district. The death of a person is a significant occasion for society as it refers to the
family and its members. Moreover, besides ethical responsibilities, it also included the duties and
obligations of the family members. Due to moral traditions, once-established burial and mourning
rituals have passed through the generations over centuries. However, they have gradually changed.
The ethnographic life of Gali district has preserved old customs. Some traditions are almost originally
kept up to now, even though most of them are prohibited by the Christian religion. Customs found in
Gali district completely coincide with the data of material and spiritual culture of the Georgian nation,
at the same time containing some local peculiarities.

Burial and mourning rituals are one of the most ancient rituals in the world’s religious systems.
The sources for this paper mainly are ethnographic data obtained by the author after the 30s of the XX
century in Gali district. These materials are discussed together with historical sources. While studying
the issue, we relayed ethnographic materials by French traveler Jean Chardin, a prominent historian
in the XX century Sergi Makalatia, Ethnographer Tedo Sakhokia and other scientists. The analysis
of ethnographic materials allows us to discuss the reasons for death, the attitude toward the dead
and society, the essence of life and family relationship. Along with the analysis, the conclusions are
drawn based on fieldwork materials, observations and analysis. Represented materials about burial and
mourning rituals are not complete and thorough, however, they are new materials referring to the not

studied issue in this region.

Abstract: An axe as an agricultural, battle or ritual weapon played a significant role in human
life from ancient times. In the south Caucasus, the south-east Black Sea coast, including the western
part of Georgia, is distinguished with a broad variety of archaeological axes, which was significantly
conditioned by a large number of wood species, high levels of metallurgy and development of various
agricultural fields. In respect of ethnography, southwest Georgia is characterized by a great diversity
of axe shapes, which is a result of the functional differentiation of relevant activities. Herewith, an
interesting similarity between the archaeological and ethnographical axes’ shapes is revealed. The
presented article aims to clearly demonstrate this issue and provides the characteristics of two groups
of axes represented in Adjara Museum. The first group includes the axes, a toe of which precedes a heel
i.e. a heel is pulled up and also, an axe blade is completely pushed in; the second group consists of axes
with a large and long eye and broad blade. The axes of this group are also characterized by a narrow

cheek (middle part of an axe), which distinguishes them from other types of axes.

The archaic human worldview combines
symbolic thinking and symbolic action, preserved in the mytho-ritual system, and the iconic face of
the symbol, fixed in material culture. The symbol encodes the most important information from the
sacred past of people. This knowledge, stored in the collective memory, was passed from generation
to generation through a symbol. Therefore, a content with a certain meaning is transmitted through a
symbol-sign, and the study of the semantics of a symbol is aimed at revealing this content.

The symbolic thinking of people is most clearly reflected in material culture, in samples of
traditional branches of art, from the interior to clothing decorations. At the same time, the study of
the semantics of symbols and signs makes it possible to pose and solve many important problems of
spiritual culture.

In this regard, the study of embroidery showed that the process of its creation was determined
by a number of factors: fabric (linen, silk, cotton, velvet); Color is defined by canonical color symbols;
its purpose (for household, household needs or for church services), etc.;

The process of starting embroidery is primarily associated with the «<hoop». It is an embroidery
machine in the form of a double ring or a square frame, on which an already lined fabric is stretched
and then embroidery begins.

Embroidery was carried out with different materials: silk, cotton, woolen threads, gold and silver
and silver threads. All these materials require certain techniques, which our ancestors impeccably
mastered.

The presence of various embroidery techniques also gives versatility to embroidery, and Georgian
artistic embroidery is rich in this.

The material preserved in many museums in Georgia allows us to say that Georgian artistic
embroidery has a long history. The treasure that the Handicraft ladies left us is important for modern

masters in terms of developing new ideas and innovations.

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Abstract: In the 1880s, the publication and illustration of The Knight in the Panther’s Skin in
Georgia was initiated by Giorgi Kartvelishvili. Meanwhile in emigration, staging of this genuine work
on the Paris ballet stage was funded by the tycoon emigrant Beridze, about whom Rejeb Jordania gives
an interesting memory in his book «I grew up in Leville»: “My mother had an idea, to stage a ballet
based on the poem by the great Georgian poet of the twelfth century - Shota Rustaveli -The Knight in
the Panther’s Skin. Her initiative was crowned with success”.

Finances and responsibilities were distributed and dealt with. Contracts with lead performers
were signed. Soon, rehearsals started in one of the halls of the Elysian Fields. The meetings were held
daily between 10 am and 4 pm. The head of the ballet, Serge Lifar, directed everything and was the

choreographer himself. Among the guests was Nikolai Evreinov, a well-known theatrical critic and
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author of numerous plays staged on world stages, who was commissioned to write a screenplay for a
ballet based on the poem by Shota Rustaveli.

Evreinov included in the script episodes from the lives of Rustaveli and Queen Tamar, as the poet
dedicated his work to the latter. Russian artists Natasha Goncharova and Larionov, who created the
scenery and costumes, were also invited to the ballet.

Lifar invited the old maestro of Russian ballet as a choreographic consultant, thanks to whose
amazing mind he was able to present the individual details of the movement, the rhythm.

Since the ballet «Shota Rustaveli» was a new staging, Lifar had to study in depth the Russian
translation of the poem by Balmont as well as the Georgian The Knight in the Panther’s Skin illustrated
by the artist Mikhai Zich in order to grasp all the details. That is why Lifar invited Georgian dancer
Petriashvili to the ballet to get acquainted with the ballet movements typical for Georgian dance,
because including Georgian details in the performance was a necessary process.

Work on the ballet was going on at an unprecedented pace. Serge Lifar introduced a new creative
method. Usually, the choreographer first chooses the music, or the music is written especially for him,
according to which he stages the dances. In the ballet «Shota Rustaveli» everything happened the
other way around: Lifar first staged the dances, and the composers created the music on the scheme
developed by the choreographer.

After three years of rehearsals, it premiered at the Monte Carlo Opera in the spring of 1946. The
ballet was performed on the Paris stage four times after the premiere. Then the ballet based on Shota
Rustaveli’s poem disappeared from the stage and never returned. Even today, no one knows what
happened to the music, the scenery or the costumes.

Striving for something new is the first requirement of the human imagination, and finally, the
truth became apparent that there was no greater pleasure for Georgian political emigrants and the ballet
troupe than to enjoy creativity. Especially when it came to the most precious treasure for Georgians,

Shota Rustaveli’s The Knight in the Panther’s Skin.

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Abstract: Artisnotan abstractive activity, itisa philosophy with its own terminology and content,
in which some philosophers have seen two directions: 1. Forms, colors, sounds existing as sensations
and 2. Elements reflecting the spiritual life that became the subject of philosophical reasoning and the
basis for the various directions of visual art. The philosopher H. Spencer, for instance, developed the
theory (term) of “play” as the essence of culture, which to a certain extent echoed the philosopher
Kant’s theory of antinomies. Thus, art is a source of spiritual information, i.e. it is connected with

thinking, and this is philosophy, Where the connection between a person’s conscious and subconscious
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is clearly visible — as we have reasoned in this article.

Key words: philosophy, visual art, ability to think, antinomy, “play”, algorithm.

The fine arts law - the “golden section” that is expressed mathematically in the following way:
1 to 7 and 3 to 5 equals 8, where 1 is the size of a person’s head and 7 is all other body parts, plays an
important role in the link between the fine arts and philosophy and even science. Let us consider this
to be the first definition of this link, because it is where mathematics, geometry and the basic principle
of classical visual art intersect.

Unlike classical visual art, modernist art subordinates content to form and conveys reality in
that way. In terms of content, there is no difference between classical and modernist art, so is the
philosophical vision of approaching the world and this can be regarded as the second definition of the
link with philosophy.

Let us ask the question: what then is the difference between classical and modernist art, and how
do they relate to philosophy?

In classical art, the main thing is the “absolute”, the ideal is linked to the absolute, moreover, the
creative process for the artist is a path to the “absolute” - these words belong to the Austrian art historian
Hans Sedlmayr in his book “The Lost Center”. Classical art is characterized by multifunctionality,
which is one of the hallmarks of art.

One part of art historians believes that modernist art denies the “absolute”, the “ideal”, the
“content” and gives preference to form, although we would like to note that the form itself is the
content which describes the internal structure of the form, for example: a circle describes the uniform
distribution of the internal structure of a given form, while a pyramid indicates the hexagonal or
irregular distribution of internal structures (molecules). However, in nature, there are round-shaped
bodies in which the internal structure is not uniformly distributed, an example being the Earth, which
consists of several round shapes - the Earth’s core, mantle and crust - and each of them has a different
density. Such issues are well explained in a branch of science called crystallography. In addition, it
should be noted that the round shape (borjgali) in symbolism denotes movement, and the pyramid
denotes aspiration towards the sky, and movement is the main feature of Impressionism, one of the art
movements.

Thus, from the above reasoning, the existence of both acceptance of concepts and rejection of
the same concepts is clearly revealed, which leads to antinomy, i.e. acceptance - rejection, which
in art (painting) creates entropy of form, or color, or content, and in this case the link between art,

philosophy and science is revealed - this is the third definition of the link.
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The English scholar Herbert Spencer formulated a theory of the origin of art from play. He used the
concept of “lay”, which was influenced to some extent by the philosophical and gnoseological idea of the
philosopher Kant. Spencer defined play as a purely psychological act. In my view, human psychological
action, especially in art, is the result of a confrontation (clash) between human consciousness and
subconsciousness. This is well manifested in children’s everyday play, when they consider drawing as
fun or play, at which time the information surrounding children is transferred to paper. So we can say
that art is a source of information, and this is confirmed by cryptograms on the Egyptian pyramids,
paintings found in the Altamira Cave, folk songs, dances and so on. The philosopher Hegel called the
transmission of information through images — “picture thinking” [Hegel, 1973]. In my opinion, this
form of thinking, which Hegel called “picture thinking” and Spencer called “play”, is inherent to man
from birth, which he inherits on the basis of processing sensations, since all artistic paintings, except
the depiction of nature, contain an image emotion, which stems from genetic memory.

Therefore, we may safely say thatart, including painting, is a source of certain spiritual information
about events that have occurred in the past and are expected in the future, that is, it is connected with
thinking, which in content and form is a link between theology, science and philosophy, and at the
same time is a means of aesthetic expression of the world seen by the artist - this idea is the confirming
factor of the first three definitions of the link between art and philosophy, that is, we have three
determinants and one factor, which allows us to build an algorithm (gr., N1).

Art may be conventionally divided into two elements in terms of content. The elements of the
first are forms, colors, sounds that exist as sensations that we see, feel and hear; the second are elements
and facts of spiritual life that mask sensual feelings, for example: love, hatred, fear, envy, religiosity
and so on.

A special role in art is played by color, each color has its own characteristic resonance, thus to
some extent subject to the laws of physics, so the pictorial canvas significantly influences the viewer’s
thinking, because here the feelings of the artist and the viewer intersect. The artist’s attitude towards
the object or his mood is seen in the painting and thus the fate of the piece is shaped.

Color is not mute, it speaks, it is either beautiful, or sublime, or sad, or funny, or tragic, or comic,

or dull or bright. When evaluating color, the question arises: what gives it emotionality? Or, does color
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exist at all?

In Georgian speech cognition', color is associated with divine light, and indeed: while the Savior
was praying on Mount Tabor, His disciples fell asleep. When they woke up, they saw that Jesus had
changed color in front of them. The Transfiguration was so vivid, that the apostles could not look him
in the eye. What color did Christ shine? This question has not yet been asked by anyone, and no one
can answer it, although we can point out that if color had a philosophical, difference meaning before
the birth of Christ, then after the birth of Christ it received a divine assignment as well [kakabadze,
2022:20].

Yet, what is the color? According to science, color is a qualitative subjective characteristic of
electromagnetic radiation in the optical range; it is determined based on physiological origin of visual
sensation and depends on a number of physical, physiological and psychological factors. However, the
perception of color is determined by the individuality of the person, as well as the spectral composition,
the surrounding light source in the contrast of color and brightness, as well as the objects that do not
illuminate.

There are many factors to the color sensation and it is individual because the color sensation
originates in the brain. The sensation of each color in a person is based on the sum of the primary colors
or the lack of colors that the eye cannot perceive; these colors are blue, green, yellow, red, white, black
and divine light (which the eye cannot perceive), but two of these colors - white and black - do not
exist in the real world, therefore the question arises: are there any colors at all? Maybe it was created
by God to make us feel different, and this difference depends not only on the adaptation of the eye and
the affiliation of human culture, but also on the religious belief.

Every color has its spectrum, which in the human mind represents the continuous infinity of a
given color. A continuous spectrum of colors can be seen on a diffraction grid. A good demonstration
of the spectrum is the natural phenomenon of the rainbow. The first continuous spectrum was broken
down in seven colors by Isaac Newton; this breakdown is random because it was done according to an
elective system and was based on the principle of seven musical notes. As for the artists approach, they
believe that color and hue can be obtained by mixing different colors of paints where red, blue and
green colors dominate. According to natural philosophers, red, blue and green are not the main colors
[kakabadze 2022:22; Potsverashvili, 2010].

Scientific research revealed that the spectrum of human visible light includes red, orange, yellow,
green, blue, indigo, violet. Human perceives the spectrum of these colors and their mixtures; this is
the permissible range to which he/she is given the ability to perceive. The human eye cannot perceive

the spectrum of short-wave colors; anyway, do people perceive colors or do they perceive what we call

color? Current events in the universe are a continuous cycle with different speeds, i.e the blue color is
characterized by a greater speed than green.

One of the first researches on the meaning of colors is Leon Batista Alberti’s treatise “On Painting’-
Published in 1450 [Zubov, 1983:5]. He formulated the principle of academic painting, singled out four
main colors, noting that: red should be associated with fire, blue with air, green with water, and gray
with earth [Batista, 1966:50]. Leonardo da Vinci agrees with this view, and adds two colors to Batista
Alberti’s four primary colors: white (to represent light) and black (to depict darkness). In Georgian
speech cognition, which is clearly reflected in fresco painting, red has the meaning of blood; for
example, in all religious works, wine is represented in red and is identified with the blood of Christ,
and the red egg - with the Resurrection; green is associated with serenity, blue is used to paint the sky,
and black is used to represent the underworld and funeral scenes.

In the thinking of modern art, the color acquired a different assignment: It became characteristic
for it to capture impressions with the help of color, which was founded by Impressionism. After the
Impressionist artistic manner, abstractionist artists, who tried to establish a joint connection between
music, poetry and color and express them in spatial vision, gave the greatest importance to color. In
my painting I try to give color a characteristic of a continuous cycle or speed of current events in the
universe and this is the main starting point of my painting concept.

And, yet, what is the color? In my opinion, this is: an integral part of the world, which reflects

the psychological attitude of a person towards the ongoing processes in the world [kakabadze 2022:34].

Landscape - ability of man to contemplate the world or the nostalgia for returning to paradise

Landscape - a genre of fine art, which reflects the spiritual desire of man to take a place in nature.
Thematically, landscape painting is divided into several types, namely: landscapes that depict the real
picture of nature - mountain, forest, city, sea and so on; landscapes, which depict a place invented or
acceptable to the human soul, and landscape abstraction, which is expressed only in colors, where
forms lose their meaning.

In painting, landscapes often form the backdrop for paintings, graphics, or other works of art.
The first «patterns» of the landscape were created in the distant past, and its elements are reflected in
the paintings of the culture of the ancient East, especially in the ancient Egypt and Pelasgian? wall
culture or household items.

Landscape as a painting genre developed significantly in the works of Dutch artists, but it was
limited to more landscape descriptions, and only the Impressionists were able to express its true

soul, which is saturated with the shadows of the Garden of Eden and is close to the characteristic of

2. Pelasgians - pre-Georgian tribes that inhabited the territory of present-day Greece.

Portrait - reading the spiritual mood of yourself and of others

One of the basic types of the fine arts genre is portraiture, which is a depiction of an existing or
invented human expression, explaining the spiritual nature of a this person, his/her psychology.

The starting point of psychology is the attitude of man towards the society, the processes ongoing
in the society and the world, so painting approaches the basic principles of philosophy known as human
cognitive behavior?, with the artist trying not only to know the model, but also himself.

Anthropocentrism* is characteristic of portraits performed by almost every artist; at the same
time, it is centralized on human feelings.

The term portraits or self-portrait is an artist’s depiction, which is self- valued or from their own
perspective of their style creating an artwork that displays subjective values that are usually personal.
The personality can be seen visually from having a detailed observation of the artist’s choice of colour,
the material that is worked on, the material used, and especially the style, whether is detailed or
spontaneous, they are all deliberate choices made by the artist to present to the public (audience). The
personality could also be based on the specific genre which the artist presents dominantly, through
their body of work. The scale is also important, as it shows a different visual representation to the
audience granting different reactions.

For example: The artists Van Gogh, Frida Kahlo and Ben Quilty all play an important role in

modern art challenging the traditions of art. All 3 artists are able to visually express their emotions

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and perspective on life onto a work of art. To convey personality and spirit of a person in an artwork,
extensive use of symbolism are required. Symbolisms are the artist self-values that have a connection
and importance to the message the artist are trying to convey. The line and brush work, as well as
colour, scale, and composition all contribute in evoking emotion through a portrait

And, yet, what is a portrait? In my opinion, this is a psycho-analytical image of a subject or model
created by an artist on a flat plane or an attempt to move it into a one-dimensional space [Kakabadze,

2022:23].

Still life° — immortalization of the end or the formal expression of an object

Still life - a genre of fine art, which depicts the transfer of the shapes of objects arranged in a
given environment into the plane at the artist’s discretion. In still life, the artist pays special attention
to the arrangement of the shadows of the objects to be painted, and in this case the light and, therefore,
the colors on the canvas are artificial. Thus, the artist tries to achieve the natural arrangement of the
objects to be painted - based on their content. It is common when an artist paints household items and
tries to express the existing social environment with this method.

Artists “marveled at the creative diversity of nature, her ability to form coloured shapes beyond
the flights of human fancy” [Westermann, 2004:167], and found great delight in capturing these forms.
The various types of still-lifes developed [Mahon, 1993-1994:17], including “banquet-pieces” which
depicted tables arranged with food. Many painters specialised in this particular type of imagery, amongst
them Laurens Craen whose Still life with imaginary view shows a typical compositional structure and
formal elements of the 17th century Dutch banquet paintings.

And, yet, what is still life? In my opinion this is the immortalization of the objects to be painted,

the value of which is estimated at a given time [Kakabadze, 2022:24].

Conclusion: For H. Spencer’s “play”: visual art affects us (touches us) almost physically, much
more strongly than philosophy, and essentially says the same thing as philosophy, but in a more
aesthetic form end the philosophy of art is distinguished from art criticism, which is concerned with

the analysis and evaluation of particular works of art.

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The Grotto in Inkerman — new archaeological site in the South-Western Crimea
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Abstract: In 2012 the Inkerman expedition of the National Academy of Science of Ukraine
examined the cave under Kalamita fortress near the ancient road, which was marked in scientific
literature as modern. The excavation shows, that this cave is ancient and inhabited all of time of human
history preliminary from the Late Paleolithic time. There are several rests of modern building in surface

and ancient layers of Stone Age are in the cave. In Stone Age time this cave was a grotto.

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The newly discovered cave is located in the South-Western Crimea in Inkerman under the
medieval fortress Kalamita in the upper part of the Monastyrs'ka rock (Fig.1). The Monastyrs'ka
rock rises above the right bank of the Chernaya River, directly hanging over the upper reaches of the
Sevastopol Bay and gently descending to the mouth of the river. The natural cave is located under the
peak on the western side of the plateau, oriented towards the west-southwest. The rock is composed
of limestone of the Sarmatian age, which is quite soft and therefore has been mined in this place
since the Late Roman period. There are not many descriptions of the medieval time associated with
Kalamita. And only one of them provides general information about the district of Calamita. Thus,

Evliya Celebi speaks of large caves under the fortress (Knyha puteshestvyi Evlyy Cheleby, 1996: 79).
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In Dubois de Montpert, the Monastery rock was sketched in such a way that there was no cave there
(D. de Montpereux, Fr, 1839). The text provides only information about the huge quarries under the
fortress. Apparently, these data completely misled the researchers of the 20th century, who almost
all attributed to the cave a recent artificial origin, since de Montpere traveled around the Crimea
long after the cessation of stone mining from the southern and western sides of the Monastery Rock.
However, recently we had the opportunity to get acquainted with the descriptions of the Inkerman
fortress made by E. Markov (Markov, 1872: 131), in which he also mentions a large cave near the road.
Markov’s descriptions date back to the time before the founding of St. Clement’s Monastery on this site,
respectively, it is worth thinking that de Montpere simply did not notice the gap in the cave canopy
under the peak of the plateau. At the end of the 19th - beginning of the 20th centuries. on the southern
and western sides of the rock, a monastery was established and built. Perhaps at that time the cave was
used by monks for economic purposes, during the civil war the cave was credited with a shelter for the
Chapaev division, in the 1930s the entire area under the rock was occupied by special factory No. 2
and the territory became a restricted area. This could be the only reason why the cave under Kalamita
remained unknown to G.A.Bonch-Osmolovsky, who investigated all such sites in the area. Neither
Yu.G.Kolosov, nor V.N.Gladilin, nor V.N.Bibikov have any information about her. A brief description
of the cave as a natural grotto is given by N.P.Katsur (Katsur, 1963: 3-12) and V.F.Filippenko (Filipenko,
1997: 6). Thus, all of the above has become for us an exhaustive argument for conducting preliminary
studies.

At the edge of the canopy, periodic collapses of the visor can be visually noted. Traces of the collapse
are also visible at 15-20 m from the outside from the modern edge of the canopy. Under the East and
South walls of the cave there are also powerful natural undisturbed landslides. The modern cave is
oval in plan. On the North wall of the grotto, traces of a recent undercut and a niche from beams are
visible. The remains of masonry at the entrance to the northwestern part, visible on the surface of
the cave bottom, are connected with the same part of the cave. It is possible that these constructions
are connected with the monastic premises or the factory No. 2. There are no archaeological finds in
the recovered material. The top soil is a finely dispersed humus sandy loam with ash. At the time of
the inspection, the cave was dry and well ventilated. The best lighting in the cave is at sunset, in the
morning the cave is illuminated by light reflected from neighboring rocks. During the hottest time
of the year (July-August), the temperature is moderate in the cave. The length of the cave from the
modern edge of the canopy to the back wall is 20 m (Fig.2), the width along the central part is 17 m,
the width at the entrance is 18.2 m. The height of the arch to the surface is 2.5 m at the entrance, 1.5
m at the back walls. The remnants of the rock are visible in plan on the opposite side of the road from
the cave (Fig.3).

Remains of Late Pleistocene stratifications were noted along the edges of the cave walls. Closer to the
entrance, in places where the collapse was removed, they were destroyed, apparently as a result of
households of the 20th century. The remains of the Late Pleistocene layers are also visible at the rear
eastern and southern walls in the crevices of the collapse. The excavation showed that a light pinkish
sediment with crushed stone and no admixture of clay begins in this place of the cave at a depth of

0.25-0.30 m. The square was deepen to 1.6 m. Continuous collapse of the arch began below this mark,
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which was not possible to excavate without increasing the area of the square. Credibly that this cave

was a grotto in the Stone Age time.

Layer stratigraphy (Kravchenko, 2012):

1.A layer of modern dark ash humus sandy loamy soil with debris continues depth of 0.25 m. The
archaeological material is represented by several fragments of medieval amphorae and jugs, the rim of a
faience glazed plate, and scattered animal bones.

2. Below, at a depth of up to 0.6 m, there are deposits of loose late Pleistocene sediment of light pink
color with interspersed limestone stones, identical in structure and color to its remains near the cave walls.
A fragment of flint (prenucleus?) was found 0.15 m from the edge of the pit at a depth of 0.35 m in a layer of
sediment. This layer contained no other finds. A several animal bones were also fined on the surface of this
layer at a depth of 0.25-0.30 m.

3. Below 0.6 m, the sediment is a layered structure with limestone rubble. Crushed stone is porous
with sharp protrusions; pits are filled with the same sediment. The soil differs in color - becoming lighter
without a pinkish tint. Such soil continues to the entire excavated depth up to 1.6 m, i.e. to the level of

collapse. Its filling is a large number of small and medium-sized fragments of bones of wild animals.

Conclusion

The significance of this archaeological sites is even greater, since almost all such sites in the southwestern
Crimea were completely explored and excavated in the last century using old methods and with old
scientific and technical means. More accurate information about the dating and cultural affiliation of

this archaeological site can be obtained in the course of further work.

In this regard St. Batumi has significant resource potential in the form of museums and
other cultural attractions. Museums in Batumi are a solid guarantee for creating a competitive base for
the development of cultural tourism.

It is
important to organize infrastructure in the places of cultural tourism localization: access roads,
accommodation and catering facilities, bathrooms. Cultural tourism routes - museum road - in
mountainous Adjara should become attractive and interesting. The spread of the coronavirus in the
spring of 2020 significantly hampered the cultural tourism routes. The pandemic announced by the
World Health Organization has brought new challenges to the field of tourism in Georgia, both at the
national and regional levels. Now, in the post-pandemic period, even more opportunities have opened

up to present the resource potential of cultural tourism in a new way.
