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On November 5-7, 2021, an international online conference was held on the
topic: «kMuseum and Globalization», which was initiated by Ajara Museum. The
conference was attended by the academic degree holders, as well as doctoral
and master students. The conference was organized in several thematic sections:
Archaeology, Ethnology, History, Art, Cultural Tourism, Museum Management.

Reports were presented at the conference by both Georgian and foreign scientists
and museum specialists. The topics of the conference were varied. Considerable
issues were discussed in the humanitarian, social and other related fields, as well
as in museum management and cultural tourism. Numerous scientific innovations
were presented in the reports, discussions were held on the challenges faced by
museums and future perspectives. This collection presents the papers read at the
conference. We hope that the conference will become a tradition and that the
conference materials will be of great interest to the scientific community and the
general public.
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Abstract - From the last decades of the XXth century to up to date the overall processes of
integration already has a total character in all spheres of human activity. In general, the cosmic
quickness of development of technologies and especially information technologies have long
been torn the borders between different countries and civilizations. This triumphal move of
globalization on our planet is quite difficult process full of resistances. Its ongoing process is far
ahead of comprehensive deliberation and assessing of possible positive and negative consequences
raised by this occurrence.

Vakhtang Chabukiani (1910-1992) a Georgian ballet dancer, choreographer and teacher highly
regarded in Georgia as well as abroad. He is considered to be one of the most influential male
ballet dancers in history, and is noted for creating the majority of the choreography of the male
variations which comprise the classical ballet repertory. Chabukiani combined Georgian folk dance
with classical ballet and created a peculiar national classic ballet.

83/23 David Aghmashenebeli Ave. Thilisi, since 1947 up to 1992, before his death, Chabukiani,
a great ballet master, dancer and teacher, Georgian Ballet Company founder lived here. After his
death, the government of the Republic of Georgia in June 23, 1992 issued Resolution N° 669,
according to which was provided by a series of events, including Vakhtang Chabukiani Museum
arrangement where she lived (83/23 David Aghmashenebeli Av.).

Vakhtang Chabukiani Memorial House-Museum houses personal items of a ballet dancer
(furniture, a grand piano, etc.) stage costumes, and a variety of documents which reflect actor’s
roles and life, photo collections, private archive.

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Abstract - Due to its convenient location in the Caucasus, it has long been an object of
special geopolitical interests - a prime target for powerful countries that want to dominate the
world.

One of the crucial periods in this regard is the XVI century when in parallel with several
acute domestic-political or socio-economic problems in Georgia and the Caucasus in general,
the foreign policy environment changed in a radically negative context. From that time on,
three great powers - the Ottoman Empire, the Safavid Iran, and Russia - opposed each other for
dominance in the Caucasus. At that time the Ottomans had particularly large-scale ambitions.

The people of the Caucasus had to choose between these three great powers. To stop the
external threat, they needed to find an ally or protector. Against the background of the sharply
aggressive policies of Iran and the Ottomans, Russia’s moderate diplomatic action (in fact, it
did not have much power) raised more hopes among the Caucasians and especially among the
devout Christian Georgians.

This was the reason for the active relations of the Kingdom of Kakheti with Russia since the
60s of the XVI century, to which the presented work is dedicated.

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Abstract - Catholic priest and public figure Shalva Vardidze (18 ?? - 1956/7) was one of
those persons whose merits are to be revealed by the Georgian nation. His name was on the list
of banned persons for years. During the Soviet era, he was persecuted for his confession and his
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contribution to the struggle for the independence of Georgia. He was a revolutionary clergyman
from the Catholic sanctuary of the Georgians in Istanbul who fought for the sovereignty of Georgia
with practical actions — a cross, a pen, or a weapon. However, only Georgians in emigration could
appreciate his merits when he was awarded the Order of King Tamar Legion while he was still
alive.

On the border of the XX-XXI centuries rehabilitation of Shalva Vardidzes name started.
Nevertheless, we can talk about many moments of Vardidze’s life only with assumptions. It is
known that he received an excellent theological and secular education at the school of the Georgian
Catholic Monastery in Ferikey, Istanbul. Shalva Vardidze started his active work in the 10s of
the XX century. He was equally involved in theological, social, or scientific activities. Under his
leadership in 1911 a Georgian club was established in Istanbul. He took an active part in the
activities of the «Independence Committee», after the annexation of the Democratic Republic of
Georgia by Soviet Russia, Vardidze served as a representative of the Red Cross in the occupied
country. Vardidze collaborated with the « White George» organization founded in Paris, etc.

In 1942, Shalva Vardidze was among those repressed by the Turkish authorities and deported to
Lebanon. There, his task is to search for traces of lost Georgian monasteries or Georgian clergymen
in the Middle East. In this regard, Vardidze was the first observer in the Mashreq countries. He
was able to publish in nine languages and was also an interpreter. He had interesting comments
about the Georgian text of «the Knight in the Panther’s skin» and translated separate chapters of the
poem into French. He also reviewed the work of Vakhtang Orbeliani (1700-?) in French. Besides,
he translated into Georgian «Georgians in Constantinople» by the Italian diplomat Eugene Dalegio
DAlessio (1888-? 1983) and «Georgians in Jerusalem» by the priest Ramon Jane (? -?), etc.

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Abstract - From the history of medieval England, it is interesting to study the symbols in
the sources, the various numerals used to date the sources, to count the votes in this or that
position of the trading company (landlords, cloth surveyors, wool weavers, etc.), to sign the
document, and so on. We find such references in the most important source for the history of
England in the XV-XVI centuries - in the Acts of the Council of the Merser’s Company (1453-
1527), compiled in the 20s of the XVI century Mercer (Textile Company) By the clerk William
Newbold, hence this source is conventionally called the Newbold Book.

I wonder what caused the use of such symbols (designations)? How could this be explained.
Thus, the Acts of the London Mercer gave us some very interesting information. As strange
as it may seem to us, the British used such designations (XIVe iiij XX Vo, XVC XXIII, etc.)
when dating sources, strange signatures on documents, and dotting or underlining in elections
when counting votes in a candidate’s election. England was a classic country where the
Maud industry developed through capitalism, the navy, the trading companies engaged in
foreign trade, and became a model state from which other European countries transferred
experiences. Therefore, it should not be alien to their bizarre but original notes of what we
have encountered in the source. This also adds to the peculiarity of English history.

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Abstract - The study concerns the history and current state of preservation, as well as some
suggestions on the future of the Urartian collection of the Georgian National Museum after S.
Janashia. It consists of rare archaeological-epigraphic finds of the Urartian culture which as
unique primary sources shed light upon the historical events and cultural aspects of the ancient
kingdom of Urartu (Biainili). The latter used to be one of the mightiest powers in ancient Asia
Anterior and the most powerful political entity in Transcaucasia and the Caucasus during the
whole period of its existence. These artefacts were undergone studies starting from the end of
the 19th c. and were presented in various academic editions. Nevertheless, at real time they are
located in the “Stone Fund” of the abovementioned museum and have never been exhibited
before. We propose creating a corner of permanent exhibition for the Urartian artefacts at the
Georgian National Museum presenting the very collection as a history and cultural heritage of
ancient Transcaucasia and Near East.

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The Georgian National Museum after S. Janashia inherited quite an exclusive collection
of Urartian artefacts from the Caucasian Museum (founded by Gustav Radde still in 1867),
which at real time is preserved in the “Stone Funds” of the abovementioned museum’. It
should be mentioned, that these finds were discovered in the territory of historical Armenia?
— in particular mostly from Armenian ancient town Van and its neighboring areas and were
subsequently collected in the Caucasian Museum thanks to the efforts of various historical-
archaeological-ethnographic expeditions composed of once outstanding researchers and
scientists, among them Carl Ferdinand Friedrich Lehmann-Haupt, Waldemar Belck, Ivan
Meshchaninov, Nikolai Marr, Joseph Orbeli, Mikhail Nikolsky and others. Some of the latter
were the first to present the preliminary publications of the decipherments of the Urartian
cuneiform texts inscribed on the stone artefacts to the academic society of its time. In their
turn, these finds, predominantly made of hard and dark-colored basalt stone, may be classified
among the firstly discovered Urartian monuments in the Armenian Highland. Nevertheless,
it was only in 1939 that the very Urartian artefacts were published as an album of Urartian
collection in the trilingual work (in Georgian, Russian and English) by famous Georgian
scholar G. Tsereteli®. The latter consists of 23 Urartian finds, of which 22 present cuneiform
inscriptions dated to the 9th-7th cc. BC, and a human-sized headless statue of an Urartian (?)
king or ruler preliminarily dated to the first half of the 8th c¢. BC'. Two of the inscriptions
belong to king Ishpuini (828-810 BC) — son of Sarduri I (834-828 BC), fourteen of them to
Menua (810-785 BC) — son of Ishpuini, and three of them accordingly to Argishti I (785-763
BC) — son of Menua, Sarduri II (763-735 BC) — son of Argishti [ and Rusa I (735-714 BC) -
son of Sarduri II. Therewith, these inscriptions cover a period of more than a century — the
rise and the beginning of the fall of the state of Biainili-Urartu, when due to the extensive
military campaigns and invasions, the kingdom encompassing the territories around Lake Van,
stretched to the Ararat Valley and Lake Sevan in the north-east and to the Armenian Taurus
mountain range in the south-west.

The inscriptions can be classified in three categories: a) inscriptions engraved on quadrant or
rectangular basalt blocks, which used to be embedded into the walls of buildings and structures,
b) inscriptions engraved on once vertically erected arch-shaped basalt obelisks known as pulusi
in the Urartian texts, c) short and repetitive inscriptions engraved on polished flat, round-
shaped huge basalt pillar bases. Subsequently, prominent Urartologists G. Melikishvili®, N.
Harutyunyan® and M. Salvini’ republished the texts of these inscriptions in their corpuses of
Urartian cuneiform inscriptions. The shortest inscriptions have three lines of phrases repeating
one each other, whereas the others can have more than twenty lines. By their content, they
may be distinguished with their building activities, military campaigns and religious-worship

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nuances presenting valuable documented primary sources for the history of ancient Asia
Anterior, particularly the Armenian Highland and Northern Mesopotamia. Thereby, eight of
the inscriptions present building activities, the other part — numerous military campaigns and
invasions of various “countries” and towns, and only the smallest part present monuments of
religious-worship content.

Conclusion

On July 24-30, 2021 on his own initiative the author of these lines visited the “Stone Fund”
of the Georgian National Museum after S. Janashia and carried out a brief study in place on
the current state and conditions of preservation of the Urartian collection. As a matter of
fact, it should be mentioned that all of the Urartian artefacts with their inventory numbers
have been preserved almost intact in one of the extensive and well ventilated halls of the
abovementioned fund. Over time the artefacts might have probably subjected to slight damages
though not visible. In general, all of the units of the very collection are in quite a good and
presentable condition which is a positive starting point for their future museumification and
preparation of exhibition. We consider it appropriate to note that numerous most renowned
museums worldwide, within the frames of the exhibition of ancient history of the Near East
and Mesopotamia, have had and still have a hall or at least a corner devoted to the history and
cultural heritage of Urartu, such as the British Museum, the State Hermitage, various museums
of different European and transatlantic countries, let alone speaking about the History Museum
of Armenia, Yerevan History Museum, Erebuni Museum, Van Museum, Kars Museum, Ankara
Museum, National Museum of Tehran, etc. Therefore, we propose that it would be advisable
to allocate a small area at the Janashia Museum for the permanent exhibition of the Urartian
artefacts turning them into eye-catching museum exhibits and enriching the general exhibition
of this most visited scientific-cultural and educational institution in the Transcaucasian region.

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Abstract - The Ottoman State Archives — Bagbakanlik Osmanlh Arsivi — is one of the largest
antiquities in the Republic of Turkey Historical sources are also preserved there, especially
important for studying the Caucasus and Georgia’s past.

In 2009 in Nalchik (Russian Federation) new Ottoman archival materials related to the Adyghe
were pu—blished from this archive. It is noteworthy that many of these new and hitherto unknown
documents for Ge—orgian historiography are important for the historical past of Georgia. However,
this time, our attention was drawn to the materials related to Abkhazia.

Our attention was drawn to a document drawn up in 1197 AH (1782/1783) called the
“Memorandum of the Authorized Representative of the Ministry of Communications Ahmed,
Who Returned from the Erzurum and Meskhetian Regions, on Departure of the Commandant of
Sukhum Kelesh-bey to Help the Circassians, After Receiving a Message About the Preparation of
Shahin Giray for the War Against the Circassians

The document contains interesting information. It is true that we find misinformation there
(e.g., Gurielis expedition to the Crimea), however, as we also have seen, the source gives us some
interesting information which is not noted in the materials known to us to date, and thus it has of
great interest for historiography.

Key words - Abkhazia, Sharvashidze, Ottoman, archive, source.
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Abstract - The article is based on several documents we found in the Archive of the Ministry
of Internal Affairs of Georgia and press materials from the 1930s. These materials throw light on
the formation of the Union of Writers of Abkhazia and its activities.

After the establishment of Soviet power, a proletarian literature arose that extolled the new
regime. Proletarian writers, as they were called, tried to immediately reflect the achievements of
the Soviet government in their works; they glorified the leaders of the revolution, party workers
and their activities, celebrated important dates, tried to instill a new consciousness.

In 1930, the Association of Proletarian Writers of Abkhazia was created, uniting young novice
writers - Georgians, Abkhazians, Russians, Greeks and Armenians.

Over time, the government toughened its ideological policy, tightening the grip on the freedom of
creative thought. The authorities considered that the proletarian literature no longer corresponded
to the new goals, and the existing literary unions became an obstacle to development, so they
began to form a single union of Soviet writers with the participation of writers who stood on the
platform of the Soviet power and wished to participate in socialist construction. By the decree of
April 23, 1932, the Russian Association of Proletarian Writers was abolished which had done a
great service to the Soviet government with its ruthlessness, nihilistic attitude to the immediate
past, to the old system.

The Abkhaz Association of Proletarian Writers was abolished in May 1932. In October of the
same year, the first congress of the Union of Writers of Abkhazia was held. The Union of Writers
of Abkhazia was created, uniting all the writers who stood on the platform of the Soviet power,
including the writers of the old generation as well. The Georgian poet Makar Ekhvaia was elected
chairman of the union. In the Abkhazian reference and scientific literature, Samson Tchanba is
named the first chairman of the Union of Writers of Abkhazia, which does not correspond to reality.

Some of the archival materials concern the work of the Abkhaz writer Dimitri Gulia, as well as
the activities of the Union of Writers of Abkhazia in the 1930s.
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Thus, the government, in the beginning of 1930s, dissolved the old literary unions and
united the writers who stood on the platform of the Soviet power into a single union of
Soviet writers. By means of this, the government tried to take the control of the writers.

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Abstract - Batumi is one of the oldest cities in Georgia, which according to historical
sources is based on the boundary of the II-I millennia, in the area of the junction of present-
day Korolistskali with the sea. The first capital building was built in 1690 in Batumi. It became
the Mufti - Jami building, first floor of which was built of cobble-stone, and the second one of
wood. The history of our street, where the building of the Batumi Music Center stands today,
starts from afar and it used to be called Tamar Mepe Avenue. It starts from the river Korolistskali
and ends at Khasan Lortkipanidze Street (Khasan Lortkipanidze Street starts from Tamar Mepe
Avenue and ends at Jemal Katamadze Street). Tamar Mepe Avenue follows the Black Sea coast.
The street was completed in the second half of the 19th century and was formerly known as
Thilisi and Stalin highway. It was in this area that, in 1925, the Soviet government decided
to build an oil refinery in Batumi (R-133. S-10). On January 13th, 1925, the State Planning
Committee decided to build the factory, and in the newspaper Pukhara N°136 of 1927 a decree
was published according to which a land was allocated for the construction of an oil refinery.
Based on archival materials, it was found that in 1935, architects Stadler and Brenner planned
and designed the Winter Film Club and Pavilion building at the Oil Refinery Culture House,
designed by draftsman Darmanian (case # 36219.54 and # 727), which was probably rejected.
In 1946, the Ajara Project approved a project to build a Palace of Culture for an oil refinery.
According to archival sources, Culture House of Benze began functioning as a cultural center
in 1953. Culture House of Workers of the Oil Refinery was entirely a style building typical
of Soviet architecture. In 1993, this street, where Culture House of Benze was located, was
named after the great queen Tamar (the avenue had two side streets and one deadlock). And
in 2011-2012, by the decision of Batumi City Hall, this avenue was named after Odysseus
Dimitriadis (the great conductor and musician of the twentieth century), which is still
called today. By the decision of the Presidium of the Supreme Council of Ajara Autonomous
Republic of September 29, 1995, the Batumi State Institute of Arts was established, which was
located in the building of Culture House of Benze. The institute was unveiled on November
21, 1996. Batumi State Institute of Arts (University since August 14, 2009) was temporarily
relocated to the former Batumi Art School in December 2009 in connection with the start of
reconstruction and restoration works. In 2010-2011, large-scale reconstruction and restoration
construction works were carried out in the building of the University of Arts (architects father
and son - Vladimer and Giorgi Khmaladze, Construction Company «Anagi»). The planning of
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the building was completely changed. The load-bearing frame of the built-in and constructed
parts was arranged with monolithic reinforced concrete elements. The structural elements of
the existing reinforced concrete load-bearing frame have been reinforced or replaced. In 2011,
after the completion of the grand construction, the renovated building of the University of
Arts was handed over to the Batumi State Music Center, which was called the «Art Center».
Currently, the building is made in a modernist-classical architectural style, which presents
the past of three periods. The Soviet symbols left on the facade, the modern fountain in the
foyer of the building and a large part of the future building, renovated with glass and concrete
construction, and the large hall add a special charm to the building. It can accommodate 1200
spectators and is entirely based on the principle of classical theatrical architecture.

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Abstract - After the establishment of the independent states of the Caucasus, the issue of the
separation of territorial borders arose with all its urgency. The lack of compromise between the
parties led to the Armenian-Georgian military conflict, although even this war could not solve the
problem of border disputes. Lore was declared a neutral zone, while Akhalkalaki remained part of
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Georgia.

The problems between the Caucasus republics were compounded by the difficulties caused by
Turkey’s aggressive policy in October 1920. The Armenian-Turkish confrontation has entered a
new phase. The neutral zone area of Lore was threatened. This led to the signing of an agreement
between Georgia and Armenia on November 13, 1920, based on which Georgian troops occupied
Lore. The aim of this paper is to demonstrate the legitimacy of the deployment of troops in the
region and the unfoundedness of the projects developed in Armenian political circles (the Khatisian
project) based on documents (these documents were previously kept in secret funds. Today they
are available to researchers) preserved in the Central State Archives of Armenia and scientific
literature. New archival documents will be circulated in the form of materials presented in the

paper.

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Abstract - The study of the socio-political history of Georgia in the 10s of the 20th century
is very relevant. This period has always been and still is of great interest, because this is where
the struggle for the restoration of Georgian statehood and the preservation of its territorial
integrity begins, in which Batumi and Adjara as a whole were of great importance. Thus,
the issue is relevant from the point of view of the century, and we think that its objective
study and correct assessment of events, in terms of correct orientation in the current difficult
situation, is very significant and important.

The period before the proclamation of the Democratic Republic of Georgia and its
independence is especially noteworthy. In this regard, the work of the Russian National
Council in the Transcaucasia, and more specifically in the Batumi region, deserves attention,
where it had an independent organization and a sharply anti-Georgian profile.

Important from the history of Batumi at that time was the fact that it became one of the most
important cities of the Transcaucasian front. From the economic point of view, the war caused
great damage to Batumi. Oil exports were suspended, leading to the closure of oil-related
enterprises. The Black Sea Military Squadron was also based in the port of Batumi. During
the war, branches of separate Russian military factories were opened in Batumi. Material and
highly qualified labor resources of the enterprises in Batumi created a favorable ground for the
military transformation of certain sectors of the industry for military purposes in the shortest
possible time.

The issue of restoring national sovereignty in Georgia, despite the great experience of the
national liberation struggle, has not even been raised, except for the struggle of the National
Democratic Party in this regard. = The difficult socio-economic background created in the
country, first of all, put the issue of national consolidation of Georgians in the foreground, but
the discussion did not go beyond only theoretical and doctrinal frameworks.

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The Transcaucasia was also an important center of World War I operations. World War
I, which began on July 28, 1914, plunged Batumi, the third largest country in the Caucasus
after Baku and Thilisi, into a difficult economic situation. Many enterprises were closed, and
soon after Turkey’s involvement in the war, maritime trade and economic relations with
neighboring and distant foreign countries were completely severed. This led to a sharp decline
in cargo turnover (8:92).
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Although war with the Ottoman Empire seemed inevitable, the authorities of the Russian
Empire still sought to implement their colonial-expansionist policies. It is true that Russian
colonial policy began in the early 19th century, but it reached its full potential in the early
20th century. The separate instructions of the Governor-General of the Batumi District, the
Chancellery of the viceroy of the Caucasus, contain many specific instructions on how to
establish a gradual colonial policy (artificially created difficulties for the local population;
selection, appropriation of colonization summer lands; planned resettlement of Russian people
and other nationalities, etc.) in Batumi and its environs. Of course, Tsarism still provided
and paid special attention to the formation of public opinion, therefore, the realization of the
above-mentioned tasks was carried out not arbitrarily and spontaneously, but in an extremely
disguised and gradual manner. (7:79).

At the initial stage of the war, the failure of the Russian army is noteworthy, as a result of
which the enemy approached the borders to Batumi. The emissaries of the Ottoman Empire
ascended Khulo. They launched active anti-Russian propaganda to persuade locals to fight.
Despite multifaceted measures, this attempt by the Ottomans was not a serious success. This
story is interesting for us because a dirty rumor was spread about the betrayal of so-called
Adjara people. Georgian society raised voice to protect their brothers. Among them are the
assessments of Akaki Chkhenkeli and Karlo Chkheidze, deputies of the 4th State Duma of
the Russian Empire, although a simple Georgian man played a decisive role in the victory
of the truth. There were many like him. The expression of public opinion was so great that
the Russian Emperor Nicholas II himself, in his telegram to the viceroy Vorontsov-Dashkov,
described the ordeal of the people of Batumi and Kars not as a betrayal, but as a misfortune.
(1:3-4).

We have already mentioned above that at the beginning of the hostilities on the
Transcaucasian front the Ottomans achieved considerable success, in which the apparent
inflexibility of the Transcaucasian command also played an important role. Important from
the current history of Batumi is the fact that it has become one of the most important cities of
the Transcaucasian front.

The bourgeois-democratic revolution of February 1917 was an important event in the history
of mankind. The collapse of the empire gave non-Russian nations hope for real opportunities
for self-determination and the restoration of former state sovereignty.

At the end of 1917, the political situation in Georgia became more tense. Added to this
was the large influx of demoralized soldiers into Batumi. They were leaving the front line
and trying to return to Russia. In such a situation, the Transcaucasian Commissariat was
powerless to stop the disintegration of the Caucasus Front. It was therefore deemed necessary
to immediately reach an agreement with the Ottomans on the cessation of hostilities.

Indeed, a Joint Temporary Maritime Development Commission was set up, headed by the
Chief of Staff of the Transcaucasian Army, Major-General Vishinsky. The truce was of great
political significance for the Transcaucasia. «The situation is so catastrophic that every hour
is precious,» General Odishelidze told the chairman of the peace delegation - Vyshinsky in
Erzincan. Explain to the Commission that there is an urgent need for conciliation without
extra talk and extravagant ceremonies, otherwise, the Ottoman authorities could witness the
catastrophic demolition of the first building.» (7:51; 2:28/).

It was in this context that a peace conference between the German bloc and Soviet Russia
began in Brest-Litovsk. On January 16, 1918, the Ottoman government issued an official note
to the Transcaucasian Commissariat stating that «the Central Powers, gathered in Brest-Litovsk,
they are ready to make every effort to recognize the independence of the Transcaucasian
government in the event that the Transcaucasian government sends its delegates to Brest to
attend a peace conference.» (5: 53).

Transcaucasia, which favored the restoration of a united Russia, did not suit either the
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Ottomans or Germany. It is true that Germany and its allies were committed to recognizing
Georgia’s independence, but since Thilisi did not take care of the practical implementation of
this political act, the Allies focused on removing the entire Transcaucasus from Russia.

On February 23, 1918, the German bloc issued an ultimatum to the Soviet government
containing 10 points. According to paragraph 5, Russia was to return the «provinces of Anatolia»
to the Ottomans. What the «Anatolian Provinces» were, the Russian delegation understood
well after they received this ultimatum.

The successful offensive on the Caucasian front prompted the Ottomans to introduce
new, large-scale demands in Brest-Litovsk in addition to the above-mentioned «Anatolian
Provinces». On March 1, 1918, a representative of the German delegation, Rosenberg, read
out a manuscript of a peace text calling for Russia to withdraw its troops from the eastern
Anatolian provinces and to immediately evacuate the Kars, Ardahan, and Batumi districts.
(3:82).

On March 3, 1918, a peace treaty was signed in Brest-Litovsk. Of course, the answer was
not delayed in Thilisi and on the same day on behalf of the Transcaucasian Commissariat E.
Gegechkori and N. Chkheidze sent a protest to the signatory states of the peace agreement.
But the protest was delayed because, by decree of the Treaty of Brest-Litovsk, the Ottomans
demanded the immediate evacuation of the districts of Kars, Ardahan and Batumi. The only
way out in this situation was to start independent negotiations with the Ottoman government.
The city of Trabzon was designated as the venue for the conference. Georgian diplomats also
pinned their hopes on the talks. At the conferences in Trabzon (March 14-April 5, 1918) and
Batumi (May 11, 1918), the territories returned in the 19th century became the subject of
protests between the Transcaucasian and Ottoman delegations.

The Trabzon Peace Conference was built on the principle of inequality of forces, the
Transcaucasian delegation did not have strong arguments for the inadmissibility of the Treaty
of Brest-Litovsk. Mistakes made earlier became like a Sword of Damocles to Transcaucasian
delegation. The Ottomans were given the full opportunity to hold the conference in the
direction they wished. They considered the Brest Treaty as the basis for a further agreement.
As for the districts of Kars, Ardahan and Batumi, the Ottoman side did not consider them as a
subject of dispute at all, as the Ottoman Empire had the right to annex these territories(5:108).
At the same time, the situation on the Caucasus front was gradually becoming critical. On
April 1 (14), the Ottoman army occupied Batumi district with large-scale military operations
(7:73). On April 15, 1918, the Chairman of the Transcaucasian Independent Republic, Ak.
Chkhenkel received a telegram from the commander of the Ottoman troops, Vehib Pasha,
about the resumption of the suspended peace talks in Trabzon. Batumi was defined as the
venue for the talks. On May 11, 1918, the Batumi Peace Conference began. The Transcaucasian
delegation agreed to negotiate on the basis of the Treaty of Brest-Litovsk. Thus, the Batumi
Conference, which was in a way a continuation of the Trabzon Peace Conference, aimed at
normalizing relations with the Ottomans on territorial issues. In particular, the conquest of Kars,
Ardahan and Batumi districts should have stopped the Ottoman expansion. Raising the issue
in such a way proved unacceptable to the Ottomans. In return, they demanded the districts of
Akhalkalaki, Akhaltsikhe, Alexandropol and Echmiadzin. This, in fact, would restore the 1828
Russian-Ottoman border(10: 287). From the second half of May, the German delegation also
joined the peace talks. The Transcaucasian delegation was well aware of Germany’s interests
in the region and tried to use it to its advantage.

German military circles also became convinced that the «brilliant gate» in the Caucasus
was thinking more of its Panturan goals than of the war against the Entente This is confirmed
by a new ultimatum issued by the Ottomans on April 14, according to which the Ottomans
demanded the temporary transfer of the Alexandropol-Julfa railway line to them. The head
of the German General Staff, General Ludendorff, instructed the Deputy Chief of the Ottoman
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General Staff, von Seeckt, to bring the Ottoman territorial claims within the limits set by
the Treaty of Brest, to stop the further advance of the Ottomans in the Transcaucasia and to
move the Tsar forces located here to Iran and Mesopotamia (11:301). On May 19, the Germans
offered a petition to the Transcaucasian delegation to expedite the talks. The Ottoman side
rejected this motion, which is why the German mission considered its presence in the talks
pointless and left Batumi on May 25(3:65).

It became clear to the Germans that the Transcaucasian Republic could not be a reliable
basis for carrying out their political intentions. Due to the fact that Azerbaijan was clearly
pro-osmotic, and Armenia was so engulfed in this war that it could not be relied on, only
Georgia remained. During the meeting with the members of the German delegation, a position
was expressed, which envisaged the imminent dissolution of the Transcaucasian government
and the declaration of Georgia’s independence. Zurab Avalishvili noted in this regard: “And
here, independence knocked on our door and how can we not welcome it. If we miss this
opportunity, what answer should we give to those who will come after us”(6:226). Several
options have been developed while discussing Georgia’s future political orientation. One of
the most optimal was the declaration of independence of Georgia. It is true that this would not
remove the Ottoman threat from the agenda, but an independent Georgia could conclude an
agreement with Germany and thus maintain its territorial integrity.

On May 25, 1918, the Transcaucasian delegation received an ultimatum from Khalil Bey
stating that all the demands of the Ottoman side had to be met within 72 hours. Having
informed the National Council of Georgia about the current situation, Ak. Chkhenkeli wrote
- «Delay in Georgia’s declaration of independence will lead to irreparable consequences, the
German mediation attempt failed. We have only one way left - to put forward an independent
Georgia against the Ottoman invasion, which will be supported by Germany «(10:88).

On May 26, in Batumi, the following telegram arrived from Tbilisi addressed to the head
of the Transcaucasian delegation: “Today at 5 pm the National Council declared Georgia an
independent republic. N. Ramishvili has been elected as the head of the government, Akaki
Chkhenkeli as the Minister of Foreign Affairs. The Transcaucasian Seim declared itself
abolished and the unity of the Transcaucasus was terminated ” (6: 98).

Thus, on May 26, 1918, Georgia gained national independence lost 117 years ago. And most
importantly, the need for Georgian state independence was put on the agenda of the Batumi
Peace Conference, and such an opinion was formed here. The project of Georgia’s declaration
of independence was developed here and implemented on May 26 in Thbilisi. The Chairman
of the Government of the Democratic Republic of Georgia N. Ramishvili successfully used
the unanimous attitude of the people against the invaders and the German military force to
stop the awakened Ottomans. Nevertheless, the Georgian government was forced to form
an alliance with the Ottomans and signed the Highly Dangerous and Discriminatory Peace
Treaty, which was signed in Batumi on June 4, 1918, but was not ratified.

Conclusion:

1. The reconquest of Batumi, Kars and Ardahan districts, which had returned to their
homeland as a result of the Russo-Turkish war of 1877-1878, received special attention in
Ottoman foreign policy. The real opportunity for this was given to it after the revolutions of
1917 in the Russian Empire and the disintegration of the Caucasus front in the First World
War.

2. The Treaty of Brest-Litovsk enabled the Ottoman Empire to actively pursue its
Transcaucasian expansionist policy, which was made clear in the Trabzon-Batumi peace
conference. The struggle of the population of Batumi district took on the character of a
liberation movement. This trend became sharp on July 14, 1918, when the Ottoman occupation
authorities held a referendum in Adjara to clarify the issue of population orientation. The
Ottoman government tried to legitimize its rights over the occupied territories in a referendum,
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but this did not suit not only Georgia, but also Germany in all respects. The latter also formally
protested against the Ottomans’ gross violation of the referendum under Article 4 of the Treaty
of Brest-Litovsk.

3. In the autumn of 1918, the victory of the Entente countries put an end to Ottoman
rule in the Batumi district. It silently accepted all the ultimatums of the victorious states,
including the withdrawal of troops from the territories occupied during the war. At the end
of November 1918, the Ottoman occupation regime ceased to exist.
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Abstract - This paper discusses the modern model of state organization seen by Alexander
Amilakhvari as a Georgian political figure in modern Georgian philosophy. Especially interesting
for the history of Georgian political thought is his political treatise «The Wise East», which
provides a multifaceted basis for considering Alexander Amilakhvari as the founder of Georgian
political philosophy.

The biography of Alexander Amilakhvari was recorded in the pages of the history of Georgia
in the XVIII century as the life of one of the most tragic people; This was a person who made
a great contribution to the development of Georgian philosophical thought, in particular, to
the formation of political philosophy. The basis of his thinking is not necessarily merely the
humiliation or restriction of royal authority.

Alexander Amilakhvar does not share the medieval main legitimate statement
about the divine origin of royal power. The author’s views are closer to the form of government
that emerged in Europe in the second half of the 18th century. European thinkers believed

that state and royal power were the result of a so-called people’s agreement. The main political
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provision of the great English philosopher, John Locke, was to denounce the public contract
concluded by the people with the government, the sovereign, in case of violation of the rights
of the people. If the government violated the freedom of the people, the population could
revolt. Therefore, it can be said that the model of Alexander Amilakhvari state organization
really contains ideas characteristic of progressive thinking and it is legitimate to say that

Amilakhvari is the founder of Georgian political philosophy.

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Abstract - The territory of Georgia, due to its geographically important and strategically
attractive location, has long been included in the area of intensive migration. It was also one
of the transit routes of the well-known ,,the Silk Road®. Naturally, migration processes were
particularly active between Georgia and neighboring regions. Representatives of the peoples
of the Caucasus, as well as separate groups from the Middle East, came and settled on the lands
of our country. Over time, certain groups of migrants assimilated into the local, Georgian, or
other ethnic groups, while others retained their national identity to the end.

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Abstract - The majority of the artifacts which are preserved in the Georgian folklore or
ethnographic museums, are the attributes of one of the main elements of the traditional Georgian
spiritual culture - Georgian folk festivals, reflecting their essence, history and visual manifestations.
Such artifacts are the following: the ritual flags, trumpets, ritual bread stamp-molds, carnival
clothes, masks, etc. Each artifacts with such content and purpose has its own specific ritual function
and role. These objects were attributes of folk festivals. Some of these festivals date back to the
archaic times, some of them originated in antiquity, most of them are the result of Christian culture.
There 1s also an extensive list of specific temple days. Georgians have the holidays related to
particular historical event (Didgoroba, Lamproba dedicated to St. George, Zezvaoba, etc). There is
a separate carnival days: the days of the early spring cycle (Berikaoba, Keenoba, Shakhobie, Fadiko,
Berobana, Caesaroba, etc), which were and still are partially practiced in all historical-local units
of Georgia. These festivals are a living part of the culture. Many festivals have not survived and the
ritual attributes related to them and preserved in the museums, are receiving a significant mening.
The festival is also a manifestation of the unity of local groups, solidarity and equality of the group
members. Therefore, it still occupies an important place in the life of the Georgian society and in
order to ensure their further viability, is important to activate the educational role of museums. One
form of which is the organization of lectures-seminars and performances. The Georgian National
Museum actively uses this opportunity and offers various programs to schoolchildren and young
people (e.g. integrated lectures on New Year, Easter cycles, etc). By this way the museums are
incresing the awareness and interest to the traditional culture of the new generation. Museums
have a mnemonic function, they preserve and make available to the new generations, not only the
material artefacts, but also knowledge about their utilitarian or functional-ideological purpose.
One way to give new life to exhibitors is to prepare and distribute copies of museum artifacts,
which will increase interest to traditional art and traditional festivals, expand the importance of
museums, and strengthen the perception of cultural heritage.

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Abstract - The idea of open-air ethnographic museums originates from 19th-century
Scandinavia. Norwegians and Swedes were the pioneers to use the traditional peasant houses
as exhibition objects. The main idea of an open-air museum is to present the buildings located
in the open space, various types of artefacts and objects of material culture for the observation.
These types of museums have been quite popular since ther establishment and nowadays
such museums function in many countries around the world. The main aim of ethnographic
museums was to present to own culture with the purpose to know more about it. The goal was
to collect, preserve, present the artifacts. Thus the primary function of open air museums was
not to introduce oneself to strangers, but to present local culture to one’s own citizens.

The Open Air Ethnographic Museum in Georgia is operating since 1966. It calls the Giorgi
Chitaia State Museum of Georgian Architecture and Being, which was established with
according the idea and efforts of Giorgi Chitaia, the founder of the Georgian Ethnographic
School. The idea was to place a miniature model of Georgia in the territory bearby Vake
Park and the Turtle Lake, which would present the historical-territorial units of Georgia with
their characteristic material culture and environment. Architectural samples were purchased
in the regions. According to Giorgi Chitaia, the museum’s initial intention was to revive the
traditional life. Partial implementation of this idea became possible with the projects of the
Georgian National Museum, when various entertaining-educational programs were launched
and developed. The museum has the same function as the museums of this type all over the
world - to inform the audience about the history of everyday life. This goal is gaining more
importance in the modern world, when the processes of globalization-modernization have
in some cases been perceived as threats to local cultures. Ethnographic museums reinforce
identity, visibly represent cultural continuity, in some respects they are considered even as the
«temples» where artefacts evoke the emotions and push to perform certain «rituals» to ensure
the social involvement of the viitors.

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Abstract - The article raises the issue of the importance of foreign written and fine sources
of different epochs, including German-language sources, in the study of Georgian historical
costume. Travel literature of the XVI-XIX centuries, historical-geographical atlases, cognitive
albums, researchers’ reports are described, in which the current images of Georgians are
described and illustrative materials are attached. The purpose of each author’s trip is reviewed
and their brief biographical data are given. The clothes presented in the gravures are analyzed
and they are compared with the clothes imaged in contemporary Georgian fine materials.
Accordingly, it is concluded that the fine art material created by the eyewitness observer is
valuable, which visually shows the shape of the costume, the silhouette and in some cases
the decoration and texture. Also, the question is raised about the need for further research by
foreign sources to present a complete panorama of the evolution of the Georgian costume.

Interest in Georgia as a foreign, exotic country has been found in German sources since
the Middle Ages. The first source is the work of the Bavarian Hans Schiltberger (1380-14
?7?7) «Journey of Johannes Schiltberger from Munich to Europe, Asia and Africa from 1394
to 1427»; The scene of the every day life of Georgians is contained in the «Cosmography»
of the German scientist and cartographer Sebastian Miinster (1488-1552); Leonard Rauwolf
(1535 - 1596) - German physician, botanist and traveler, provides information about the dress
of Georgians in his book «Description of Travel to Eastern Countries». Information about
Georgian traditional clothing is contained in the writings of the German scholar and travel
acad. Johann Guldenstedt. The works of the German orientalist - Julius Heinrich von Claprot
(1783-1835) are informative about Georgia and Georgians. The paintings and sketches of the
famous German artist Paul von Franken (1818-1884) from the series about the Caucasus are
distinguished by their amazing efficiency and information.

The German-language flow of information from these and other authors created certain
perceptions of Georgia and the Georgian people, including visual ones, in European society.
This information has not lost its relevance at the modern stage, as it provides important material
for the study of Georgian historical costume.

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Abstract - Worshipping the cult of water has existed since ancient times in Georgia and more
or less preserved till today. In this term, there are many significant customs still existing in the
Gali district regarding water worshipping, fertility, cleaning, and healing ideas revealed in various
forms.

Based on the materials from the scientific literature, the paper overviews significant ethnographic
materials about beliefs and images related to the cult of water and the ways of their development
identified in the Gali population.

The ethnographic data in the Gali district associated with the cult of water 1s about worshipping
of lakes, rivers, spring waters, wells (they were considered to be the bad luck for ground; e.i.
digging a water well used to mean attracting good luck in Mingrelia) Relevant materials were
identified about New Year, weddings, and the cult of the dead customs, and traditions. Water is
considered as a symbol of the road to the afterlife, washing sins away, fertility and bear other
symbolic values. A river used to be a communicative way between this world and afterlife. The
river was believed to take bad stories and sacred objects away. Moreover, leftovers from the food
prepared to honor Batonebi (children’s infectious diseases) were given away to the river water so
that nothing was left for home.

The legends spread in Samurzakano (present-day Gali) is also very interesting. According to
the legend, a ram used to come out from Ergedzarasha lake. It was playing with the sheep collected
on the pastures near the lake. One day the ram became dejected at a sudden shout by a shepherd
and the flock of sheep jumped into the lake together with the ram. Common beliefs about the lake
are connected with a male nature bearing fertilizing power. Mikam Gario Lake was very famous in
Mingrelia (named after archangels Michael and Gabriel), which was used to determine good and
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bad weather. The lake was also a home for a white ram.

The paper presents the comparison of the Gali ethnographic materials with similar beliefs and
images from the other regions of Georgia. It must be highlighted, that present-day Gali or historical
Samurzakano keeps rich folk-ethnographic materials about beliefs and traditions related to the cult
of water. These materials preserve some beliefs with archaic and general Georgian nature.

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Abstract - There are different types of ethnographic data at museums: exhibitions, funds,
collections, archives, written and visual sources. Within the frames of the paper, we'll try to present
the role and importance of the visual data for the better performance of museum collections in the
global conditions.

Globalization causes new challenges to the museums. Cultural stereotypes are also changed.
Currently, the aim of the ethnographic exposition may not be determined only with the introduction
of the region’s lifestyle which may be provided by other sources. Accordingly, data, presenting
ethnographic lifestyle, shall be displayed in different contents, exhibitions shall contain diversity
of the components to be interesting and attractive not only as the means of presentation of the
region’s historical and ethno-cultural reality, but also, as the big tourists’ attractive museum
element. Currently, the concept of the arrangement of museum expositions and funds is being
chaned all over the world. Visual data: photos, cinema and video data, posters, pictures, etc. has a
special importance in the concept. The modern technical means provide arrangement of the visual
sources in line with the material exhibit items. Increased visualization, especially attractive for the
tourists and young generations, provides a full acquisition of the events and artefacts. An object
is dead without visualization and its acquisition is difficult. Visual data provides possibility of
reconstruction and research of ethnographic event.

The matter of creation of new ethnographic expositions and funds is a challenge for the museums
of the XXIst century. It 1s traditionally considered that ethnographic data displays the past. But
down the years, the current way of life. Therefore, the museums shall find, fix and study the
evidences of the modern and the nearest periods, especially related with city ethnography. Thus,
priceless importance has visual data, which may keep and present a very important modern ethno-
cultural information.

Various types of the photos, movies-reels, graphics and other data of Georgian museums will be
discussed in the report as the demonstration of museum visual funds and as the advantages of such
funds’ use in the researches.

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Abstract - Archaeologists view the Neolithic Revolution as a process of the spread of agriculture
and pastoralism. In fact, this understanding of the Neolithic Revolution is due to the logical error of
treating the concomitant process as the main content of the phenomenon. Farming and pastoralism
were only one of the many innovations that spread during the PreNeolithic and Neolithic periods.
Among other innovations, we must recall the spread of pressing flaking, the appearance of pottery,
grinding techniques, weaving, and other new technologies and techniques for processing materials.

Innovative technologies emerged in different parts of Southern Eurasia and their diffusion was
associated with the creation of global information systems that brought together different territories.
Migrations were a major factor in the creation of such global information systems. Transcaucasia
was one of the key regions in the process of creation of global systems. At the beginning of the
Holocene, the carriers of the M’lefaat culture of the Middle East migrated through the Transcaucasia
to the territory of Southern Eastern Europe. A related process was the emergence of the Kobuleti
archaeological culture. The migration led to the creation of the global information system on the
territory of Iraq, Iran, Northeast Turkey, Georgia, and Southern Ukraine. The migration of a large
group of population led to the creation of a giant zone, which was characterized, probably, by
linguistic continuity. This zone was stable for 3 thousand years (IX-VII mill. BC). The ties between
the individual population groups were preserved all this time. This circumstance created conditions
for the rapid spread of innovative technologies.

We call the global information systems IX-VII mill. BC Cultural-Historical Regions (CHR).
This CHR we propose to call Kobuletian (KCHR). KCHR included the following archaeological
cultures: M’lefaat culture of the Middle East, Kobuleti culture of West Georgia, Kukrek culture
of South-West of Ukraine and Donetsk culture of East Ukraine (since beginning of VII mill. BC).

Key words: Neolithic, Neolithic Revolution, pastoralism, migrations, Cultural-Historical

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Theoretical questions of the study of the final periods of the Stone Age are very important for
the evaluation of the complexes obtained as a result of excavations. The problem of defining the
terms «Neolithic» and «Neolithic Revolution» arose with the appearance of the terms. The opinion
now prevails that the Neolithic is the time of emergence of agriculture and cattle breeding (Kotova
2002, p. 3). The same view of the Neolithic is dominant in Georgian historiography (Nebieridze
1972). This definition of the Neolithic creates difficulties in archacological practice. We do not
always find complexes of fauna at the Stone Age sites. This problem is well known to those
archaeologists who study the sites of West Georgia, where acid soils dominate. The main problem
is that the Neolithic and pastoralism are necessary connected is a logical error.

Pastoralism is only one of the innovations of the Neolithic. Other signs characterize the Neolithic:
innovations in stone processing: the emergence of pressing flaking fore blades obtaining, the spread
of stone grinding techniques; the emergence of pottery; the emergence of religion; the practice of
making objects connected with the prestige of the proprietor and others. It is very interesting that
all these signs of the Neolithic appear at different times and are never traced all at once. Moreover,
the set of Neolithic archacological signs is always different in different regions. None of the signs
of the Neolithic is obligatory. Pastoralism is no exception. We know examples of how the carriers
of the same archaeological culture are simultaneously connected with the traditional economy of
hunters and gatherers and with the farming.

For example, carriers of the Grebeniki and Bug-Dniester Cultures are simultaneously coexisted
on the territory of Ukraine. In fact, these Cultures are not different, have the same flint complexes,
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developed synchronously in the Northwestern Black Sea Region. The carriers of Grebeniki culture
were hunters, and the Bugo-Dniester sites are connected with agriculture and cattle breeding. So
can we really call the same population Neolithic and Mesolithic at the same time?

We have the same example in the development of the West Georgian and Central Caucasian
cultures. The Darkveti complex (layer 4) (Nebieridze 1978) and the Sosruko complex (layer 1)
(Golovanova et al. 2020) are associated with the same stone industry However, the Darkveti
complex was associated with agriculture (Korobkova 1996), the Sosruko complex with hunting
only.

As we see, if we assume an indispensable connection between Neolithic and pastoralism, we
fall into a logical trap when we associate the same people, who could communicate with each
other, with different epochs. We must correct this logical error.

Neolithic — Epoch of appearance of global information systems

Neolithic innovations spread over the Near and Middle East in a relatively short period of time.
The first Neolithic phenomenon to emerge in the Near and Middle East was the so-called Pre
Pottery Neolithic A (PPNA). This cultural phenomenon developed in the Levant, Southwestern and
Central Turkey, and Northern Iraq during the period around 10500-9200 BP (uncal). PPNA was
represented by several archaeological cultures which demonstrated common origin (Khiamian,
Sultanian, Mureybitian, Aswadian) or absolute foreignness in relation to the Levantine Neolithic
massif (Nemikian). Several cultural phenomena shared elements of material culture, including the
tradition of ElI-Khiam points (BarYosef 1989: 59). The same points were also found in the M’lefaat
site, which might be a reason to consider M’lefaatian Culture in frames of PPNA (Dittermore
1983). In fact, we observe in the 10th millennium BC the formation of the first in human
history Cultural-Historical Region (CHR) within which the information exchanges of innovative
technologies took place. For the first time we observe the genesis of the cultural phenomenon that
united the carriers of different archaeological cultures, who sometimes spoke different languages,
into a global information system. It is noteworthy that within this CHR the tradition of pastoralism
did not spread everywhere. For example, carriers of Nemrikian and M’lefaatian traditions began to
practice farming and cattlebreeding only after the disappearance of the PPNA (Zeder 1999: 17).

Further Neolithic development took place only in the form of the creation of new CHRs, global
information systems within which of different cultural traditions interacted. Such CHRs could
unite regions that were in different landscape zones. Within such CHRs we trace the whole range
of innovative technologies and methods of Neolithic way of live, but we never trace all these
technologies and methods in one single region. CHRs created the conditions for the diffusion of
innovations, but the population in the CHR area chose from a basket of possibilities only those
innovations that were necessary for survival in a particular region.

Types of CHR

The experience of our CHR study shows that their emergence is associated with two factors:
movement and integration (Manbko 2013: 4-14). The first factor is the movement of carriers of
the same cultural tradition in different regions and landscape zones, i.e. migration of carriers of a
particulararchaeological culture. Such processes took place before the Neolithic, but the resettlement
did not lead to the creation of information systems in the form of CHR. A classic example of
movement without the creation of an information exchange network is the Epigravettian. We
observe in the period 19-11 kyr BP (uncal) the development of a huge zone of cultural continuity
which occupied part of Europe, the Caucasus and Transcaucasia. We observe here the formation of
different economic and cultural types, the maximum adaptation of certain population groups to the
natural environment. Cultural exchange was simply not necessary as a result of such resettlement.

Integration is the second factor of CHR formation. The action of this factor leads to the formation
of a global information system based on the cultural exchange between the carriers of different in
origin archaeological cultures. An example of such CHR is the Dnieper-Donets CHR of the 6th
millennium BC. when carriers of Kukrek, Grebeniki, Yanislavitsa and Arensburg culture traditions
formed into a single information space. Dnieper-Donets CHR occupied a giant region in Ukraine
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and Belarus within the steppe, forest-steppe and forest zones.

The action of the two factors in the appearance of CHR led to the appearance of two types of
CHR. This rule is not strict. As a rule, the formation of one or another CHR was accompanied by
the action of both factors with the dominance of one of them.

CHR territories never remain unchanged. New regions may join the CHR as well as be lost.
The cultural composition of CHR is also subject to change. One or another archaeological culture
in CHR can cease to exist or become part of another CHR. The carriers of lot of archaeological
cultures that were not connected to the process of CHR formation can be involved into the system
of cultural contacts. The Dnieper-Donets CHR is an excellent example for tracing such processes.
The Lower and Middle Don region was part of the CHR at the beginning of its existence. Late
Rakushechny Yar Culture ceased to exist by the middle of the 6th millennium BC. At the same
time, the carriers of the Late Zimovniki Culture were integrated into the Dnieper-Donets CHR.

The system of interaction between different CHRs also takes place. Border regions can be parts
of buffer territories, which can be associated with different systems of cultural traditions.

The disintegration of CHRs never occurs arbitrarily. As a rule, disintegration processes begin as
a result of a new flow of migration associated with the formation of a new CHR.

CHR and Western Transcaucasia

The Eastern Transcaucasia shows us the creation of the first CHR at the very beginning of the
Holocene. The migration of M’lefaat Culture carriers led to the appearance of Kobuleti Culture in
Transcaucasia and Kukrek Culture on the territory of Mountenous Crimea and steppe in the bassins
of Dnieper, Dniester, South Bog and Left banks Danube basins.

Kobuleti Culture is a phenomena situated in Transcaucasia (West Georgia). The main sites are:
Kobuleti (Manbko, Uxarapamsuan 2020; Chkhatarashvili, Manko 2020), Khutsubani, Kvirike,
Jikhanjuri, Anaseuli I (Gogitidze 2006), Darkveti (Layer V) (Nebieridze 1978), Sosruko (Layer
M-1) (Golovanova et al. 2020; Jleonosa 2021), Bavra, Bavra I and Il (Gabunia 2001) (Fig. 1).
Radiocarbon dates indicate the time of development of Kobuleti Culture in frames beginning of
IX — beginning of VI millennium BC.

We have identified the main common features of M’lefaat (Table 1. 15-22), Kobuleti (Table 1.
1-14) and Kukrek Cultures (Table 1. 23-26).

1. The use of hand pressure technique for obtaining blades, bladelets, and microblades.

2. The use of conic and pencil-like cores (Fig. 1: 13, 11-13,21-23).

3. The main type of microliths are bladelets and macroblades with abrupt retouch and truncated
facetted bladelets (Fig. 1: 4-7, 14-17, 24-28).

4. The use of ventral fkake retouch (Fig. 1: 8, 18, 29).

5. The use of burins of various types: angle burins, angle bilateral burins, burins on truncated
faceted blades, dihedral burins (Fig. 1: 9, 18-19, 3031).

6. The use of round and oval scrapers. The presence of endscrapers in complexes.

7. The presence of notched and denticulate blades, blades with fine retouch, perforators, chisels.

8. Sporadically use of microburin technique (Fig. 1: 10, 20, 32).

The migration of the M’lefaat Culture carriers had the character of resettlement, but eventually
led to the emergence of a full-fledged CHR. We see all the signs of the preservation of cultural ties
between the single parts of this CHR, we observe the processes of synchronous development of the
three cultures that make up this CHR. The development of the three cultures shows the following
staged features.

1. Only the earliest sites of the three cultures are associated with the presence of lunates in the
complexes.

2. Backed bladelets and microblades in Boreal time become straighter in profile.

3. Only by the end of Boreal time do all three cultures master the manufacture of grooved tools.

4. We observe the emergence of straight burials at the beginning of Atlanticum in Eastern
Europe and the Middle East.

5. Simultaneous appearance of pottery in the VII millennium BC.
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Such synchronization of development of three cultures testifies about stable cultural
communications between separate parts of CHR, about presence of the information channel
connecting the Middle East, Transcaucasia and Eastern Europe.

Conclusion

Thus, we argue that Kobuleti CHR existed in X-VII thousand BC. This CHR provided for
4 thousand years the existence of a global information system, which provided the spread of
innovations of the Near and Middle East in the territory of Transcaucasia and the South of Eastern
Europe. The emergence and development of this CHR was a reflection of the global trend of
human development in the Early Holocene. The result of the development of this CHR was the
transition to the Neolithic way of life in all these regions.

We have very little data on the development of other CHRs in Transcaucasia. The identification
and description of other cultural phenomena of the Transcaucasia should be the direction of our
scientific search in the near future.

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Abstract - The article deals with two hoards with axes from Georgia. They are found in the
village of Saqasria in Kharagauli Municipality and in the village of Zeda Ilem in Zestaponi
Municipality. The Sakasria hoard consists of two bronze axes, while the hoard of the Zeda
Ilemi includes two bronze axes and an plano-convex ingot with elliptical shape. The finds
from Saqasria and Zeda Ilemi contained axes of the types Kozarac and Satchkhere, they can
be dated to the first half of the 3rd millennium BC.

Abstract - The south-eastern Black Sea coast is one of the most important and key regions
in terms of understanding the ancient history of ferrous metallurgy and understanding these

processes. Classical texts often refer to the peoples of this region as producers of iron, and
sometimes even as inventors of the iron metallurgical process. Archaeological excavations and
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production analysis of iron production sites allow us to study in detail and reconstruct the
technological processes of iron production in the Middle Ages, which, in turn, allows a new
understanding of metallurgical processes. The study of iron-related monuments in Skhalta-
Adjaristskali gorge is being carried out for the first time. Up to 20 workshops related to iron
mining have been confirmed here, which are presented at an altitude of 650-1200 meters
above sea level and, according to the radiocarbon dating method (C 14), belong to the period
of economic revival of Georgia - XI-XIV centuries.

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Abstract - Perhaps the least clear in the archaeological and cultural-historical buildings of
the Crimean societies of the final Bronze Age - Early Iron Age is still the sphere of religion and
cults. This question has a huge historiography associated with the cult of the Virgo, which is
mentioned by the natives of Herodotus, but further study and extrapolation of these written
sources to certain archaeological antiquities, researchers have not gone. This is due primarily to
the first and last stumbling block - the complete inconsistency of the archaeological cultures of
the Crimean natives with the mentions of ancient logographers about one of the most famous
deities in ancient literature - the Patrenos or the Virgo.

Key words - Early Iron Age, Pontic region, Crimea, Tauri, Scythian, Greeks, religion, cults.
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So, the Virgo - the goddess of the Chersonese pantheon, the heroine of the epic about the
Trojan War Artemis Tavropolos or Iphigenia, one of the most famous characters of Greek
tragedies and the deity of the Herodotus™ Tauri - are we talking about the same deity?

We once analyzed the reports of ancient authors about Taurica and her supreme goddess -
Virgo, Parthenos or Artemis Tavropolos, joined the opinion of Tolstoy about the deeply Greek
nature of this deity, his very ancient Eastern Mediterranean roots. However, in classical times,
when the Greeks began to develop Western Taurica, this deity was already represented in
various versions of the ancient literary tradition with the common feature that it was directly
related to Taurica, but through a significantly distant period from Greek colonization. These
are the heroic times of Homer, which the Greeks of classical times were already mythologized
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and represented an analogue of the ideological structure of the Greek world.

However, such a categorical definition of the whereabouts of the Virgo or Parthenos in
Taurica cannot but point to a certain sacred meaning of this land to represent the ancient
Greek, which, in fact, wrote in the early twentieth century by Tolstoy. What can testify to
the existence of this connection in the archeological cultures of the Crimea of the time of the
final bronze?

Now the date of the Trojan War around the twelfth century BC is generally accepted. At
that time, Crimea was occupied by the population of the so-called late Bronze Age cultures
of Crimea. Our research of the adjacent territories of the Lower Dnieper managed to find
that this population formed a single ethnocultural massif with the bearers of the Early pre-
Taurian stage of the Kyzyl Koba culture of Crimea and the so-called culture of the Late Bronze
Age of Crimea. Given their ceramic complex, which best defines ethnic indicators, they were
ethnically related. The differences concern first of all the population that left the sitet of the
Early pre-Taurian stage of the Kyzyl-Koba culture, the fineware and partly household ceramics
of which are represented by the types characteristic of the Thracian Hallstatt tribes and only at
the next stage shows the Dnieper and North-Western and Central Crimea.

That is, at a time when the tribes of the Southern Balkans were actively advancing south
and occupying the Peloponnese, the coast of Asia Minor and the Aegean islands, the northern
Balkan tribes began their movement east - to the Ukrainian forest-steppe and apparently one of
them was due to some events in the Crimea and settled in the upper Sevastopol Bay, founding
a fortified settlement there, known to us as Uch-Bash.

Can these events be identified with the myth of Iphigenia? Of course, we are not trying to
see a direct identification here, and it is hardly possible. But the statement that certain events
led to the myth of Taurida, the temple of the goddess Artemis with the priestess Iphigenia, and
probably such events led to the emergence of the settlement of Uch-Bash is quite possible. In
general, Uch-Bash is another point with brownish pottery, which generally accompanies the
advance of tribes from the north to the Peloponnese and the Aegean at the beginning of the
Iron Age in Attica.

In addition to all these associative reminiscences, it is also worth noting the powerful
agricultural component in the economy of the first inhabitants of Uch-Bash, where there is
reason to talk about bringing settlers not just the ability to grow cereals, but agronomy in a
developed form. But this issue we will not cover in detail in this report, especially since it is
considered by us in a special paper.

We analysed the material culture of Uch-Bash in detail. Conclusions about its connection
with Western cultures in general have been confirmed, but the religion and cults of this
population are still unknown.

So, let’s move on to the religious beliefs of the Crimean population. No manifestations of
their religious life have been found on the sits of the Final Bronze Age - the Early Iron Age
of Crimea - there are no places of worship, no altars, and no artefacts that can be associated
with religion. Probably everything that happened in the religious sphere took place outside
the settlements, so there must be sacred places of this population somewhere. However, the
sanctuaries of this time are still unknown.

The only thing that in any way indicates the religion of the population of Crimea - is a set
of symbols on ceramics, which demonstrates the dynamics of change of signs. The dynamics
is manifested in the change of solar symbols, which are quite common in the ceramics of the
Early pre-Taurian stage of the Kizil Koba culture, to specific anthropomorphic symbols that
appear and exist throughout the Late pre-Taurian stage of the Kizil Koba culture. In the next
Taurian period, they are absent and are again replaced by solar symbols. In addition to images
of signs in the culture, images of faces are also known - on a vessel from Uch-Bash and on
phallic-shaped ceramic figures from the pre-Greek layer of Chersonesos.
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So what do we know about the anthropomorphic symbols of the Crimean natives and
which of them are related to the Aegean and the Mediterranean? The peace of body of a
large vessel depicting a human face was found in the early Uch-Bash complex. The use of this
vessel is unknown, as its fragment was on the ancient surface near the workshop, where it
was made, including dishes that burned suddenly, leaving all the material in a closed complex.
Therefore, a fragment of the vessel could be the product of this workshop. The period of the
Kyzyl-Koba culture following this event already demonstrates an anthropomorphic sign on
ceramics - a three-pointed symbol, which we analyzed in a special article. Similar signs are
known in the Mediterranean and in the Black Sea, Kozenkova interprets as a female image
such signs on the funeral pottery of Serzhen-Yurt. In general, the sign is not common, mainly
in funeral complexes, or in places of worship. In all complexes, the appearance of the sign
occurs at the beginning of the Iron Age in European societies, although it does not occur
synchronously: the earlier signs were found in the Mediterranean, the later - North of the
Pontus. A number of complexes are associated with the operation of metallurgical centres,
including iron production.

All these signs allowed us to assume that at the beginning of the Iron Age there was a
change in ideology in the local tribes, and these changes did not occur synchronously, it was
a gradual process stretched over time. We can see the results of these changes quite clearly
in ancient mythology, where the cults of heroes - Hercules, Achilles and Iphigenia, who in
the hymns of the Trojan cycle and the later ancient literary tradition received story lines,
including those related to the Black Sea. Among the Scythians, we can find these cults in
Scythian anthropomorphic sculpture - stone stelae, which were placed on mounds. The mound
with a stele thus became not only a place of burial, but also a tribute to the cult of the ancestor.
The ancestor, as well as the ancient hero, became the protector of the descendants before gods.

As for the Crimea, after a short Late pre-Taurian period of the Kyzyl-Koba culture, when
the local tribes have iron metallurgy, and with it an anthropomorphic sign - a three-pointed
symbol, in material culture any manifestations of anthropomorphism are absent for about two
centuries - from the middle of VIII to the first half of VI century. B.C. This is due to significant
demographic changes in the Northern Black Sea region, which occurred as a result of the
invasion of nomadic tribes carrying the culture of the Novocherkassk type. In Crimea, fires,
the cessation of life in a number of settlements and extreme diversity in ceramic sets, where
there are features of cultures from Transnistria to the North Caucasus, are being recorded. In
the settlements of the central group of the Kyzyl-Koba culture in the middle reaches of the
Salgir river, on the eastern sits, as well as further west in the foothills in the middle reaches
of the Alma river, the eastern ceramic types inherent in the cultures of the North Caucasus
and Kuban prevail. Anthropomorphs are absent in all their manifestations in these material
complexes.

In ancient texts, especially in Herodotus, there are mentions of the rites and cults of the
Tauris. First of all, it is about the mention of the deity Iphigenia, which seems to be worshiped
by the Tauri and human sacrifices. However, no evidence of this cult in the tribes of VI-V
centuries. There is none in material culture, although it is at this time that the appearance of
Western Ghetto-Dacian pottery disappears in the ceramic complexes of the Western group of
culture, in particular in the settlements near the ancient polises. Who Herodotus meant when
he wrote about the Tauris - whether about the population near the ancient Greek centers, or
about the mountain tribes, it is difficult to establish. In general, the culture of the local tribes
of the Taurian period with a number of local features is quite monolithic, so there is no reason
to divide it into Kyzyl-Koba and purely Taurian. It is possible that Herodotus heard a later
reminiscence of the myth of Iphigenia, adapted by the first settlers of the ancient polises of
Taurica, identifying the local population with the people from the ancient myth. However,
the story of Herodotus still has some ethnographic information. It is a rite of placing the
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heads of enemies on stilts above the roofs of houses near the chimney, which is given among
other customs of wild tribes. It is unlikely that the narrator invented this rite or inserted it
for illustration of wildness brands. Such rites are typical of societies where cults of the head
or skull are common, however, we can hardly talk about the coexistence of corners of heroes
or ancestors, which are accompanied by anthropomorphism, the cult of the skull is older and
in characteristic of societies at an earlier stage of development with ideology that formed the
worldview of the Bronze Age. Indirect evidence of this custom may be the skulls found by
Repnikov in the stone cists of Mal-Muse, because in the late Taurian cemeteries the stone cist
was used as a family tomb for collective burials, when the remains of the previous buried were
moved from the center to free space for the next. The accumulation of skulls in the northern
corner of the chest in other cemeteries has not been recorded. Accordingly, we suggest that
the finds of skulls in a number of caves mentioned by researchers in the nineteenth and early
twentieth centuries may also be something like the custom described by Herodotus. It is
possible that the custom seen by one of the Greeks was perceived as the custom of sacrificing
Artemis described in ancient literature, which was not used by the Greeks for a long time.

We assume that the social order of the tribes of the younger pre-Taurian period was
destroyed due to the invasion of nomads. The old economic system in the northern Black Sea
coast ceased to function, contacts collapsed, and the remnants of the local tribes formed a new
society, in fact, on fire and together with the remnants of other tribes. In such a situation, the
beginnings of a new ideology were probably destroyed along with their bearers. The tribes
adopted a primitive ideology that was not characteristic of earlier Crimean societies. Why this
happened and where this ideology was borrowed from, or whether it was characteristic of the
tribal Bronze Age tribes living on the peninsula, remains unclear.

With the advent of ancient colonies, local tribes reappeared anthropomorphic images. This
time it is figurines - phallic figurines with images of men’s faces from Chersonesos, dating
from the VI century. BC, clay female figures from the sanctuary near Autka dating from the
IV century B.C. and, finally, Greek silver and bronze statuettes from the sanctuary of Gurzuf
Sidlo. Similar to the last two sanctuaries have been studied at Taraktash, Babuhan Yaila and
Chatirdah.

Finds of figures from Chersonesos come from its pre-Greek layer under the ancient theatre.
Along with them, a number of other items were found - cylinders, a spoon, etc. All the finds
were in a layer with coals. It is probable that the remains of the Taurian sanctuary, destroyed
by the construction of an ancient polis, were also excavated there. Unfortunately, there is no
other information about the findings of pre-Greek times from excavations at this place.

In addition to this location, at least six sites are known today, which were identified by
some researchers as sanctuaries of the Tauri. The sanctuaries associated with the rite described
in Herodotus and Euripides were studied by Bertier-Delagard near Yalta, Dombrovsky and
Shchepinsky in the cave of Yeni-Sala IT on Dovgorukovskaya Yayla and in the caves of Kyzyl-
Koba, Novichenkova near the pass Gurzuf Sidlo.

Unfortunately, we cannot analyze the coin complex of the Autkan sanctuary in the same
way, but according to the general characteristics it can be attributed to one of the Gurzuf type.
The sanctuary near Kitey on the Bosporus belongs to the same type, we find some analogies
with the numismatic material of the Kitey necropolis.

At the same time, the Bosporan materials belong to the archaic and classical periods of
the Northern Black Sea coast, and the Gurzuf and Autka sites - to the Hellenistic and Roman
period. It is possible that the appearance of these sanctuaries in the southern mountainous
Crimea was the result of the same processes that took place in the Bosporus, and yet is a relic
of the traditions of ancient society.

Discussion: Some aspects of the rituals of sanctuariess

In the interpretation of the ritual, the problem of allocating the early layer of the monument
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is highlighted. Its author is considered from two sides. It is possible that on the site of the
ancient sanctuary there really was a center associated with the non-Greek population of
Crimea. However, the remnants of material culture found in the redeposited and lower layers
of the monument do not indicate its sacred nature. In other words, it is possible to state the
existence on the site of an ancient sanctuary of an older site left by the local population,
the layers of which were destroyed by the ancient sanctuary. Numerous finds of the stone
industry, pieces of ocher, and isolated finds of barbaric pottery confirm this. But on the other
hand, they do not indicate the direct participation of the population, which left them in the
rites performed in ancient times.

The same can be said about weapons - Scythian sword-akinak VI-V centuries BC and the
Sarmatian dagger of the turn of the era, found in the sanctuary. The discovery of Scythian
weapons at this time is not isolated in the Crimea and is associated with historical events
that took place then in the Northern Black Sea, so it indicates the Scythian presence in the
Southern Crimea to a greater extent than the ritual sanctuary. The Sarmatian dagger may be
associated with the Sarmatian incursion into these areas. Since it was found on the border of
the cultural layer with unburned bones, it is the Sarmatians who should be associated with
a stop or a temporary break in the life of the sanctuary. It should be assumed that the Autka
sanctuary, which appears in the first century BC and contains unburned bones from sacrifices,
appears just after the cessation of such a rite in Gurzuf.

As already mentioned, two cultural layers are recorded at the Gurzuf sanctuary. The lower
one contains unburned bones of cattle, wild boar, deer, etc., namely their jaws and teeth. The
upper consists of burnt remains of these animals. Among the votive offerings found in the
sanctuary, namely statuettes and images of gods, both celestial and chthonic cults stand out.
Let us assume that the decayed jaws of animals were sacrificed to chthonic deities, according
to the cosmogony of the Greeks, living in the underworld, whose images were sufficiently
represented among the votive offerings. The burned parts of the animals were dedicated to the
gods of heaven.

Among the images of the gods stands out a group of statuettes and images of Artemis. It is
known that this goddess had the features of a chthonic cult and acted as Persephone-Hecate,
whose features can be traced to Virgo or Parthenos. All these incarnations are united in the
only oldest cult of Artemis Tauropolos, which is inextricably linked with the Tauri.

The root of the problem of explaining this connection lies in the interpretation of the
testimonies of ancient authors about the local population of the South-Western Crimea.
Analysis of written sources revealed that the ethnonym Taurus, tied to the territory and
quite real, appears in Greek written sources in the V century. BC, while the description of
lands and the list of peoples of the Northern Black Sea coast does not actually change. This
ethnonym includes material that has a direct origin from the myth of Iphigenia. That is, for
the Greeks, these two concepts were, first, related to a literary tradition that dates back to
Trojan times. Second, both concepts grew out of mythology. The origin of the term Taurus
should be considered directly in connection with the myth and deity Artemis-Iphigenia-
Virgo, which developed on Greek soil. This mythological tradition was formed in Achaean
and Cretan-Mycenaean times, which suggests that the Taurus is a completely mythical people.
Mythological notions related to the Asia Minor (Trojan cycle, Argonautics), Dorian (chthonic
incarnations of Artemis, Artemis Parthenos, connection with the cult of Hercules and Thrace),
Herodotus, Scythian traditions, can be traced in almost all works of ancient authors. This led
to a later synthesis of mythological, geographical and ethnographic data recorded in the Greek
ancient tradition and the transfer of the mythical name of the colonization of the Black Sea
coast to the real people and the emergence of the ethnonym «Tauri» of ancient authors.

Thus, Herodotus’ evidence of the cult of the Virgo as such having a barbaric origin, lose
their relevance and must be viewed through the prism of its mythological significance within
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the society of ancient Greece.

The nature of the rites and material culture of this type of sanctuary differs significantly
from the cult places of the Mountain Crimea of the Kyzyl-Koba culture. The Kyzyl-Koba
sanctuaries were used to serve more archaic cults. The common origin brings them closer
to the Scythian cults, where in late Scythian times there is a great role of fire in the ritual,
as well as with Greek rituals, in which fire was also used during sacrifices. However, in the
Kyzyl-Koba not yet formed, and in the Scythian appeared only at an early stage a socially
significant cult of the patron ancestor, while in ancient society, it had already covered the veil
of civilization. Coins were a manifestation of it in ancient sanctuaries.

The problem of interpretation of the sanctuary with vivid manifestations of ancient female
cults also includes the problem of interpretation of the bent burials of the early necropolis of
Chersonesos. His researchers are known to have linked them to either the Greek or the local
population, including the Tauris.

If we consider the sanctuaries on the Gurzuf Sidlo and near Yalta with the cults of Asia
Minor, they should be associated with the East Crimean traditions recorded in the necropolises
of the Bosporus and chora of Theodosia, but the question of barbaric origin, strongly Hellenized
in the Bosporus environment, remains open.

Recently, the study of two more similar sanctuaries, Taraktash and Babugan-Yayla, was
opened and launched. They generally correspond to the time of the second period of operation
of the sanctuary near Gurzuf Sidlo, the findings at these sanctuaries are identical to Gurzuf.

Thus, the question arises as to what people these sanctuaries belonged to, what cults they
were dedicated to.

Conclusion

In general, characterizing the tribes that inhabited the Crimea during the Metal Age,
only in the late Bronze Age and later during the emergence of Greek centres can we talk
about the tribes of farmers, where the cultivation of cereals accounts for a significant share
in the economy. This is important because only the agricultural tribes have a common lunar
calendar, which was determined by observations of celestial bodies, and therefore needed a
sanctuary-observatory. There are no signs of such sanctuaries in the Crimea. The tribes of
pastoralists had simpler ways of observing the sky, which probably occurred on the basis of
the movement of the sun through the firmament, embodied in temples and sacred places on
certain elevations - mountains, stone remains, etc., or the construction of special structures -
pyramids, ziggurats, mounds, obelisks, menhirs. We observe the simplest forms of worship in
the Crimea - cemeteries under mountain ranges, mounds, menhirs. Sanctuaries and cults of the
pre-Taurian periods of the Kyzyl-Koba culture are not known to us, except for a small set of
signs on ceramic vessels. During the Taurus period, in its late period, all the known sanctuaries
of the Mountain Crimea appeared. The burial rite of the tribes of the Taurian period is a
row burials of stone cists, located under the ridges of the mountains, in some graves were
installed menhirs. Thus, the rite is more in line with the population with the main component
of livestock in the economy. It is probable that it was his customs that Herodotus described
as the customs of the Tauri. However, the sanctuaries of the Mountain Crimea appear in the
already formed form with an established rite and have nothing similar in the rites of the local
population. As we have already mentioned, in the second stage in the Kyzyl-Koba culture
there are many features associated with the cultures of the Ghetto Dacians. So the question
is, isn’t the appearance of these sanctuaries connected with the advance of a new wave of
migrants from the West to the Crimea?

More and more evidence is now being gathered in favor of the emergence of a completely
new phenomenon for Crimea - military cults, which may be associated with a new wave of
people who found themselves in the Crimea in connection with the spread of Latin cultures
to the east. Preconditions, in particular, the transition of the Tauri population to the religions
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of the Scythian tribes, developed on the peninsula in the late 4th-early 3rd century BC. Thus,
nothing contradicts the formation of syncretic military cults in the barbarian population of
Crimea in the 2nd century B.C. and the emergence of such phenomena as the sanctuary of
Gurzuf Sadlo in Roman times.
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Abstract - With the beginning of the Early Iron Age, the increase in the ornamental
saturation of the patterns also led to the expansion of the ornamental field.

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The study of ornament as a specific system of images is ineffective without trying to
understand its semantic. In some periods of prehistory, the role of ornament in the reflection
of cosmogonic and spatial worldviews was very important. Sacralization of natural phenomena
by the population of the Early Iron Age, to some extent reflected in the geometric pattern.
Specifics of its development is the result of complex ethnocultural processes that took
place at this time in Eastern Europe. Many trends of geometric ornamentation formation
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of forest-steppe tribes on the territory of modern Ukraine were the result of the powerful
influences of the Balkan-Danube region. Currently, researchers mainly in its demographic and
technological aspects consider the process of Hallstattization, as it was based on the infiltration
of the Hallstatt population and technology transfer [1,305 - 308]. However, such a feature
as the powerful development of geometric style can be hardly reduced only to innovations
in ceramic production. Understanding the mechanics of this process involves covering the
semantics of such patterns.

The geometric style of the final Bronze Age was based on the construction of compositions
within the «horizontally symmetrical» tradition. It provides for the placement of figures
symmetrically along a horizontal line, except for one row that allowed the presence of two-
and three-row ornaments (Fig.1). At the beginning of the Early Iron Age, this principle
had been mostly preserved, but over time, it was broken due to the use of more complex
types of symmetry. One of which was the use of elements of vertical symmetry, most clearly
represented by the motifs of the «chessboard» [2, 414]. They are quite diverse and may consist
of squares, rhombuses or even triangles (Fig.1). It was usually a component of zonal ornaments,
but occasionally the «chessboard» patterns formed own compositions that occupied the entire
surface of the vessel [3, 311].

Other changes of the «horizontally symmetrical» tradition occurred by the use of vertical
dividers within the ornamental band (Fig.1). The tape was divided into separate zones; each of
them had its own motif, usually different [2, 416]. Some of them, in turn, were constructed on
a rosette principle. In this way, the components were placed symmetrically respectively to the
center point. In the early stages, rosette patterns were found as part of zonal ornaments, but
later this principle was applied in the compositions (Fig.1). This allowed combining all kinds
of geometric shapes. Due to this, there is a maximum complication of patterns, «concentration»
of the ornamental space [4, 64]. This was especially evident in the radial ornaments of the
cups. At the beginning of the Early Iron Age, radial patterns become the highest point of the
geometric style development in the forest-steppe region.

The dominance of one decor technique was typical for the geometric ornamentation, of the
Late Bronze Age was. Usually, there were incised, stamped or channeled decorations. With
the beginning of the Early Iron Age, the situation changed radically. The custom of combining
different techniques in one composition became widespread and over time, the share of
combined patterns increased significantly. However, with the advent of radial ornaments
there was a reduction in the number of decorative techniques. Thus, the dominance of mortise
technology initiates, while channeled and stamped ornaments were represented by isolated
cases [2, 421]. Probably, the reason for simplifying the decor techniques was the complication
of geometric shapes and especially the structure of ornamental compositions.

The increase in the ornamental saturation of the patterns also led to the expansion of the
ornamental field. The relationship between the size of the ornamented area and the shape of
the vessel is well traced for the cult vessels (Fig.2). The outer surface of pyxides was completely
covered by geometric patterns, and sometimes they were placed on the bottom [5, 74, Fig.1].
Their cylindrical shape, apparently, was dictated by the needs of visual perception of ornaments.
Such patterns on some pyxides were irregular, which differed significantly from the general
ornamented ware (Fig.2). Maybe, the first changes in the system of ornamentation started in
the patterns of the cult vessels.

The complication of the ornament also influenced the transformation of some types of
utensils, in particular, such as cups. Their shape was significantly flattened, so the walls and
bottom were combined into a single space. Due to this, radial ornaments covered the entire
outer surface of the cups (Fig.2). This transferred some of them to the category of ritual utensils.

The ornamentation of Early Iron Age ceramics loses a certain regularity, and the geometric
patterns themselves become more diverse and individual. At this time, the structure of the
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imaging system itself is changing. Probably, the reason for such a transformation was the
growth of the sacralization of ornamentation, the strengthening of its semantic load. In
traditional compositions, which are based on horizontal symmetry, the components acquire
a certain meaning solely through repetition in a rhythmic sequence. Thus, the meaning-
making component is not so much the figures as such, but the structure of their relationships
within the composition. Destruction of the horizontal principle demonstrated the weakening
of the symmetry of the ornament and, accordingly, changes in the imaging system. There is
a division of the ornamental field into separate zones, each of which contains its own motif.
Probably, the connection between the image and its semantics totally changed. Therefore, the
motives acquire a more concrete, personified meaning. It becomes less abstract; generalization
is lost, turning a symbol into a sign. A striking example of this is the appearance of so-called
«Maltese crosses» on forest-steppe vessels [6, 69 — 70]. Their appearance can be considered as
the beginning of the transformation of the ornamentation into a sign system.

Powerful transformations in the system of geometric ornaments were closely connected
with changes in consciousness, first in the worldview sphere. It is believed, that the geometric
ornament reflected the cosmogonic and spatial worldviews of the early Iron Age population
[7, 14]. Geometric shapes are abstract and do not have direct prototypes in the environment.
Therefore, their meaning reflected the general concepts that are associated with the impact of
natural phenomena on human life.

The semantics of many geometric motifs are associated with symbols of fertility, which
occupied a central place in the belief system of agricultural societies. There are solar symbols,
schematic images of water and land [8, 149 - 151]. Their rhythmic pattern probably should
have enhanced its positive effect. The compositional combination of such symbolism in a
certain sequence formed a model of the ideal world. The radial principle allowed creating
ornaments, which would, as much as possible combine all kinds of symbolics within one
pattern. Probably, multi-ornamental utensils were an essential component of rituals and cult
practices [6, 80 - 81].

Conclusion

The set of geometric motifs and principles of combination are similar for many Eastern
European cultures of the Early Iron Age, which was the result of increased intercultural
contacts and the «migration of ideas.» The powerful infiltration of Carpathian-Danube
traditions was expressed in the spread of many-ornamented pottery, the number of which
increases significantly over time. The process of Hallstatization changed its character, acquiring
ideological meaning. The formation of a common geometric tradition in a large area testifies to
the acquisition of kinship by ideological ideas and cult practices. One can assume a version of
the expansion and further development of a new ideology on these territories.
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Abstract - The standing archaeological excavation was condacted in the area of the
settlement and 4th century BC Colhcian cemetery in 2021. Ritual platform and 13 graves were
excavated. Imported and local grave goods as rings, beads, jugs, oinochoe, bracelet, cups, coins,
etc. were discovered
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Abstract - Study of archaeological materials by means of palynological researches in Georgia
has already covered several decades, acquiring greater and greater significance.

On the basis of palynological researches of the Pichvnari necropolis and funeral feast areas
paleoecology of the Classical period as well as activities of the contemporary humans, their
paleodiet, paleodesiases, etc. were restored.

Over 150 samples collected from artefacts excavated in Colchian and Greek burials and
from funeral feast areas are palynologically studied.

Due to the damp climate and the soil distinguishable for its high acidity, the skeleton of the
deceased and wood construction are nearly not preserved. However, the palynological samples
obtained from the burials clearly reveal wood and bone traces.

The palynological material collected from Pichvnari abounds with parenchymal cells of
wood, among which pine cells are defined as well. Their abundance proves existence of a wood
construction in the burial and that pine was used to build it.

A nail, on which along with wood remains, twisted threads of fabric were retained, as
well as fibers of various textures — cotton, linen, wool, and the earliest examples of silk fibers
ever found in the whole Caucasus — were evidenced in burial N1 of the Colchian necropolis.
Discovery of the silk remains made it doubtless that this unique site played a significant role in
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the establishment of connections with the Great Silk Road.

The palynological studies revealed the existence of flax fibers and hairs of a carpet-beetle.
They proved that a fabric attached to a little bell found in the same burial was made of flax and
the bell itself was suspended on a leather pendant.

The palynological researches confirmed existence of wine traces in samples from amphorae
that were discovered in the burials and funeral feast areas. Besides amphorae, the samples of
various other pottery shapes were also collected from the funeral feast areas and investigated.
Discovery of bone salt crystals and feather remnants in the palynological spectrum indicated
at traces of sacrificed animals or birds.

Taking into account the palynological spectrum of a ‘salt-cellar’ discovered in burial 137
of the Greek necropolis, it was used for medical purposes. A lekythos unearthed in the same
burial, supposedly, was used as a scent bottle, since, according to the palynological data, it
contained medicinal plants.

Relying upon the palynological studies of the Greek necropolis, eggs of helminth parasites
were encountered in nearly all samples, proving spreading of helminthosis in the Classical
Period.

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Abstract - The paper discusses the results of archaeological excavations conducted on the
Colchian cemetery of the 4th ¢ BC. Based on the analysis of the excavations and the artifacts
discovered there, it can be seen that the Pichvnarian Colchians performed the funeral rituals, like
the Greeks living here. An interesting picture emerges in terms of determining the social status of
the local population: most of the burials are without inventory or with a poor inventory In addition
to adopting elements of the Greek rite of burial, an increasing number of Hellenized Colchians
were already burying their deceased oriented to the East. However, the traditional North-East and
North orientation of the burials continue.

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Abstract- As the observation of the survived enamel monuments reveal, medieval Georgian-
Byzantine cloisonné enamel used high purity gold and colored decorative glass for obtaining
an image.

Before the beginning of the Middle Ages, humanity had created vast variety of wonders in
sculpture, wall painting, easel painting and goldsmith art. The only art that had never existed
in the previous periods of human development, is the art of cloisonné enamel technology
which has been formed as a result of cohesion of gold and colored decorative glass and reached
its perfection in the Middle Ages. The abovementioned technology was spread in Byzantium
and Georgia.

The exquisite samples of cloisonné enamel are mainly found in the VI-VIII centuries A.D.
And after this art has developed and reached exceptionally delicate forms, in the middle of the
XV century it ceases to exist and the art pieces decorated with this wonderful method are no
longer found. The reasons of disappearance of this most delicate art are still unexplored.

Relying on the research of the materially preserved monuments and written historical
documents, it turns out that the methods of gold processing necessary for enamel technology
existed till the late Middle Ages and were used by highly qualified masters. Among these
masters we can name [talian sculptor and goldsmith Benvenuto Cellini. He even created a
treatise for the workers in this sphere. Several chapters are dedicated to the methods of gold
processing and soldering and these methods contain considerable information essential for
cloisonné enamel technology.

Besides the gold processing methods, the subject of our presentation is the history of ancient
colored glass, which, as it turns out, on the basis of the written historical sources, hadn’t
been forgotten together with the Georgian —Byzantine cloisonné enamel technology. In this
sense, the treatise of Vakhtang VI “The Boook about Oil Blending and Chemistry” represents
a significant source for the restoration of historical image of ancient Georgian glass and study
of the technology.

The knowledge and information revealed in the treatise of Vakhtang VI about boiling
different colors of glass can be directly connected to the middle of XV century, the period
when the cloisonné enamel technology fades away.

Study of the relevant chapters of the treatise undoubtedly expose specifications, features
and amounts of the basic components, tools and devices needed for enamel making. This factor
increases the importance of Vakhtang VI as the most prominent thinker and explorer of his
time and adds huge importance to his activities not only for Georgian, but for the universal
culture.
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Brown clay jugs with a representation of the moon and the sun
(Hellenist period cemetery of Kobuleti, Pichvnari)
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Abstract - An antique period settlement of Kobuleti - Pichvnari and Hellenistic era
cemetery complexes provide us with the information about the daily life, economic activities,
culture and religious beliefs of the local population of south-western Georgia. More than 350
cemeteries and dozens of ritual platforms have been studied since the 60s of the previous
century. The main part of studied material consists of the local, Hellenistic period Colchian
ceramics of different types and new forms - highly artistic works with exquisite forms and
rich jewelry. Among the new forms brown clay jugs discovered in 2010- 2014 attract special
attention. Relief images of a solar disk and a crescent are depicted on their bodies.

The symbolic image of the solar disk can be observed on the water vessels found in the
cemetery complexes of the Hellenistic period - on the flasks and on the spindle whorls. Gold
and bronze crescent-shaped hooks are also connected to astral beliefs, in particular- the cult
of the moon. According to the samples presented by us, we can say that the astral symbols are
not only presented separately, but often in pairs as well.

According to early beliefs, the sun is a symbol of fire and light, but when the sun and the
moon appear together, their meaning changes. By depicting the astral forces of the sun and
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the moon, the artist tries to show the permanence of the world, when “a day lightens a night”,
when we can comprehend time only by the interchanges of the moon and the sun. The sun
and the moon are the main astral pair in the Georgian folklore as well.

The appearance of similar items seems to be an interesting case for Pichvnari. It is evident
that the cult of visible celestial bodies — the sun and the moon was also a subject of worship
among Pichvnari population as well.

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Abstract - Tsikhisdziri fortress is located in 7 km from the south of Kobuleti, on the rocky
seaside hills (pl. I, IV). Mainstream scholarly opinion identifies Petra with the Petra fortress
mentioned by Procopius of Caesarea (VI century) many times. However, according to some
researchers the theory is not true.

In 2017 the fortification No5, burned and ruined was excavated and numerous armory and
98 Sasanian coins (pl. II-III) were found on the site. The items were the belongings of Iranian
soldiers fortified there. They invaded Petra (Tsikhisdziri) in 542 AD. The evidences found
here depicts the battleground of war taking place in 551, when Greeks defeated Iranians
occupied Petra (Tsikhisdziri). Later Greeks razed the city fortress to the ground.

The recent discoveries in Tsikhisdziri make the solid basis for the identification theory of
Petra-Tsikhisdzi.

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Abstract - Archaeological excavations were conducted in August-September 2021 with the
funding of the Cultural Heritage Preservation Agency of Ajara in order to study the ruined
church of the village Namonastrevi of Keda Municipality. There have been cleared the ruins
of a hall-type church on a rocky hill on the right bank of the Akavreta River. There was
found a small amount of building stones on the site. One of them has a partially preserved
counter-relief image of the cross with widening at its end arms. On the second stone there is
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an inscription made in old Georgian script. There was found a small amount of pottery: some
fragments of the qvevri (vessel for storing wine) wall and the body of jar-shaped vessel; a small
high-stemmed vessel there was also discovered that was possibly used as a candlestick or for
incense.

It’s noteworthy that this type of churches can be found continuously at all stages of the
development of old Georgian architecture. They are widespread in Curia, Imereti, Abkhazia,
Tao-Klarjeti, Kartli. The similar churches N. Marr also calls Shavshetian-Imerkhevian.

Most of the studied church buildings of Ajara are hall-type and dated back to the 9th-13th
centuries.

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Abstract - Zesopeli is one of the most outstanding villages in Keda Municipality for the
development of viticulture and winemaking. Taking into consideration many factors, including
number of Kvevris found on the territory of the cellar, their different types, the way they were
buried and local toponymy, we can conclude that the cellar of Zesofeli was an open terraced
type and this kind of cellars were widespread (13 Kvevris and one dergi was found in total). It
seems that the cellar functioned continuously for a long time from the early Middle Ages till
the late Middle Ages. Taking into consideration the written sources as well, we can assume
that the cellar may have existed until the 70s of the XVI century and the Kvevris with crosses
found there must have been used to keep red wine which was used for Christian rituals.

Abstract - In Lechkhumi, in the village of Tskheta, located 15 km south of Tsageri, were
excavated in 1962 Antique period Tskheta cemetery (excavated by L. Sakharova) 15 inhumation
pit burial. The basis for the beginning of excavations was the archaeological artifacts of the
Antique period from the territory of Tskheta, which were periodically included in the Tsageri
Historical Museum by locals.

On the basis of a comparative typological analysis of the inventory from the Tskheta burial
mound, the burials of two chronological groups were identified - those of the II (perhaps I1I)-I
cc. BC (NeNe 6, 12, 13) and those of the [-IV cc. AD (NeNe 1, 2, 4, 5, 9, 10, 14, 15). Graphic
fixation of the tombs did not occur.

In 2015, it became possible to resume archeological excavations on the territory of the same
cemetery. Through the orientations identified during the excavations used by L. Sakharov’s
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diaries, it became possible to restore the location of 15 tombs excavated at the cemetery in
1962, to which were added newly excavated tombs. Thus, it became possible to reconstruct the
entire cemetery, which was the first time in Georgia.

In addition to the archaeological scientific research conducted, the idea emerged that in
terms of cultural tourism, this archaeological site could also be loaded; In particular, arranging
a thematic exhibition on the territory of the ,,Dekhviri Open-Air Archaeological-Ethnographic
Museum” near the Tskheta cemetery, where the material (burial layout) would be visually
presented with a properly programmed lighting installation under a light roof; Information
banners with documentation of the archeological monument (drawings, photographs of
artefacts) would be placed.

A similar exposition has never been made anywhere in Georgia; It will be interesting for
both domestic and foreign tourists.

Abstract - In 2012, the Dekhviri Open Air Museum was established in Lechkhumi on the
basis of the Tsageri Historical Museum. The reason for its creation was the need to protect
the aboveground (Dekhviri castles, the Tskheta church of the XVIII century, the only domed
church in Lechkhumi) and archaeological sites (the Tskheta-Dekhviri settlement of the VIII-V
cc., the Tskheta burial ground of the Antique period), existing in this territory. In 2014, the
museum was named Dekhviri Open Air Archaeological and Ethnographic Museum, and on
August 5, 2019, it became an independent museum.

The activities of the museum will contribute to preventive work, infrastructure arrangement,
reconstruction of an authentic ethnographic space, development of a tourist route (historical
and archaeological sites, oenological tourism), enhancement of the role of the local population,
involvement of local schools, development of a tourist rout - Kutaisi-Tsageri; a micro route
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will be developed for tourists in the Tsageri area - the Tsageri Historical Museum, where
visitors will get acquainted with the materials discovered in Dekhviri, and the Dekhviri Open
Air Museum, where visitors will see the places of discovery of those artifacts that are stored in
the Tsageri Historical Museum, as well as Dekhviri castles and churches, the Tskheta church
of the XVIII century, and that wonderful natural environment where these sites are located,
places from which beautiful views of the Tskhenistskali and Lajanuri valleys open.

The concept of the presented project will not only promote the popularization of cultural
heritage objects of the Lechkhumi region and their inclusion in the tourist route, but also
serve to popularize the culture of Georgia as a whole, since every corner of Georgia, with its
originality and uniqueness, embodies the ancient Georgian culture.

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Tourism industry and post Covid challenges
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Abstract - The development of the tourism industry in Georgia has been significantly
hampered by the spread of the coronavirus in the in spring of 2020. The pandemic which is
announced by the World Health Organization has posed new challenges to the tourism sector
in Georgia, both at the national and the regional level. The complete cessation of inbound
tourism has affected the country’s economy. Revenues have fallen, jobs have been eliminated
and unemployment has risen. The current reality has necessitated the development of the
action plans and programs in the post-pandemic period. Programs and plans should serve to
assess the pandemic, dealing with the challenges in parallel during its course and minimize
economic losses from tourism development. There have been quite a few cases of the virus
spreading in the world history, although Covid-19 proved to be particularly fateful for the 21st
century. While the economies of many countries around the world depended to some extent
on tourism revenues, Covid-19 completely changed their reality. This has turned out to be
quite difficult for the world tourism industry.
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Abstract - The paper deals with the problem of full use of the tourism-resource potential
of individual regions of the country and the introduction of new innovative tourism products;
in particular, the creation of original logistics-tourism products and the development of new

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Abstract - Tourism is actively gaining a foothold in Georgia, which has repeatedly become
the subject of attention of foreign visitors and this attention is growing from year to year. As
the number of tourists in the country increases every year, the demand for the relevant service
is growing, which is conditioned by the travel guide as well as the travel companies.

The aim of the paper is to critically analyze the existing scientific materials on the linguistic
features of travel guides and brochures, as well as to study these features.

The paper is based on the search for literature on the subject, its research and critical
analysis, quantitative and qualitative analysis of travel brochures. Quantitative research was
conducted on the basis of the Corpus (British English) survey.

The importance of a travel guide is paramount. Actually, it is the country’s business card.
Each brochure covers the following sections: historical facts, traditional holidays, cultural
events, information about historical monuments, maps, and general information about the
location of the country, as well as excursion programs, cost of tours, time, etc. The structure of
the tourist guide is unlimited. Some guides may contain advertisements, pictures, encyclopedic
information. The main thing is that this kind of booklet will have an effect, interest the tourist
and make him want to come to this or that country. Therefore, the image of the country is
formed by tourist guides.

For guides to be effective, it is necessary to offer tourists places, architectural monuments
and photographs that will attract them. In addition, it is necessary to select texts from a verbal
point of view that interest the tourist, and at the same time the text should be delivered to
the reader (stylistically or syntactically) in order to have an effect on the tourist and easily
interpret the text. Illustrations and tourist text should be in full compliance. Using words
correctly when writing is one of the most important elements. Vocabulary is an important
component in writing compelling promotional travel texts.

A survey was conducted, quantitatively and qualitatively, two tourist guides were studied,
one in English and the other in Georgian. It was interesting to see how many different linguistic
units were used to attract tourists in almost one-size-fits-all texts. The use of semantics in the
brochures, in particular descriptive language, was analyzed to find out if there was anything
in common between the texts of these two languages. The results are presented in the article.

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Abstract - From the last decades of the XXth century to up to date the overall processes of
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integration already has a total character in all spheres of human activity. In general, the cosmic
quickness of development of technologies and especially information technologies have long
been torn the borders between different countries and civilizations.

Chabukiani Museum arrangement where she lived (83/23 David Aghmashenebeli Av.).

Vakhtang Chabukiani Memorial House-Museum houses personal items of a ballet dancer
(furniture, a grand piano, etc.) stage costumes, and a variety of documents which reflect actor’s
roles and life, photo collections, private archive.

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Abstract - Contemporary sociocultural reality promotes museums to emphasize their role
in the formation of spiritual values in the society.

Finally, based on the presented materials and the recommendations given in the paper,
it’s possible to share the activity experience of Uplistsikhe Historical-Architectural Museum-
reserve to other museum-reserves as a successful institution model.
