The future of artificial intelligence in media and mass communication is quite high, so
its innovations in the future will continue to further refine how media outlets interact with
audiences, simplify content production, and better shape the meaning of information in
society. This technological evolution requires careful consideration of its benefits and risks
to ensure both positive and negative impacts are ensured through practice.

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Let’s talk about one of the most complex parts of research — understanding the philosophical
underpinnings of your worldview and how this shapes the way your research is done. This is called
aresearch paradigm and is one of the areas I get the most frequent questions about from graduate
research students. The popularity of my research paradigm videos also show that this is clearly
a concept that is difficult to understand and hard to articulate. So, in this blog post, I demystify
what a research paradigm is, explore the most common research paradigms, demonstrate how a
research paradigm influences the research process, and explain why it is important to articulate
your paradigm in your research.

A research paradigm explains what you believe reality is and how you think knowledge can be
understood. The technical terms used to articulate a research paradigm are ontology, epistemology,
and axiology. Ontology refers to the nature of reality. When people see reality as objective, it is
called a realist ontology. When people see reality as subjective, it is called a relativist ontology. In
other words, you need to explain whether you think reality is a singular, objective entity waiting
to be discovered, or if it is a construct of individual experiences and perceptions.

Epistemology is concerned with the nature of knowledge and how we come to know something.
There are three common epistemologies. First, reality can be objectively known if you can measure
it with the right tools. Second, reality can only be partially known because it is created in the minds
of individual people. Third, reality is always changing, so it is impossible to fully comprehend at
any given moment. Axiology deals with what is valued in research. It prompts us to consider how
our own perspectives and values can shape the ways our research is designed and our findings are
interpreted. In other words, you need to explain whether you think research should be value-free
or whether you think research is value-laden. Do you think that steps should be taken to remove
the researcher’s influence from the research, or is subjectivity inevitable? I preface this discussion
by noting that these are certainly not the only research paradigms that exist. Rather, these are just
the ones that are most commonly found in research. Positivism: Positivism is grounded in the
belief that reality is singular and can be objectively observed and quantified. From this viewpoint,
the researcher is independent of the subject of research, and knowledge is generated through
empirical observation and measurement. Positivists believe that knowledge should be derived
from empirical experience and logical reasoning, so they traditionally assert that research can and
should be value-free. Post-positivism: As the name suggests, this paradigm is closely related to
positivism, having the same ontology and epistemology. However, post-positivists have a different
axiology, arguing that complete objectivity is unattainable and that research cannot be entirely
free from values, as choices about what to study, how to study it, and how findings are presented
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inevitably reflect value judgements. Consequently, they take steps to minimise the researcher’s
influence in the way they design their studies by being reflexive about their own biases and the
potential value implications of their work. Constructivism: Constructivists believe that reality
is subjective and that this reality can only be partially known because it is constructed in the
minds of individual people. Constructivism emphasises that individuals’ realities are constructed
through social interactions, so they seek to understand how individuals construct their realities
and how these realities are influenced by social, cultural, and historical contexts. Constructivists
embrace the value-laden nature of research, emphasising reflexivity and ethical responsibility,
and valuing the co-construction of knowledge with participants. This paradigm acknowledges the
subjective and interpretive nature of knowledge creation, viewing it as a strength that enriches
understanding and contributes to the depth and authenticity of research findings.

Constructivist researchers are also often concerned with the social implications of their
research, seeking not only to understand the world but also to contribute positively towards social
change. Interpretivism: Interpretivists also believe reality is subjective and that reality can only
be partially known because it is constructed in the minds of individual people. Interpretivism
emphasises that individuals are the experts in their own experiences and focuses on understanding
the subjective meanings and interpretations that individuals attach to their experiences. While
interpretivism recognises the influence of researcher and participant values, it leans more towards
understanding and interpreting the values and meanings inherent within the study context.
Consequently, they believe that the researcher’s role is to immerse themselves in the participants’
experiences to gain a deep, empathetic understanding of their perspectives.

Pragmatism: Pragmatism is a flexible paradigm that suggests research methods should
be chosen based on what best addresses the research question. Pragmatists believe reality is
constantly changing or debated, so it does not commit to a single reality or method of inquiry. This
allows for a mix of qualitative and quantitative methods. Pragmatism encourages an integrative
approach to values, blending both subjective and objective perspectives. It recognises the
importance of researchers’ and participants’ values and experiences in shaping research processes
and outcomes. Yet, it also values objective evidence and the outcomes of research practices. This
balance reflects pragmatism’s broader philosophical stance that truth and value are found in the
practical implications of research and how it can address real-world problems.

Critical realism: Critical realists believe that an objective reality exists, but that it is layered,
consisting of different levels that are not always observable. They believe our understanding of
the world is subjective because it is influenced by societal and historical contexts and power
relations. Critical realism is deeply intertwined with a commitment to understanding the world as
it is, while also striving to transform it for the better. Critical realists believe that researchers bring
their own beliefs, biases, and values to the research process, and urge researchers to critically
reflect on and disclose their values and how these might impact their research.

I also recognise the importance of acknowledging that historically, some perspectives and
bodies of knowledge have been overlooked or marginalised in research. This extends to the
development and recognition of research paradigms as well. As such, I encourage you to also
explore other diverse paradigms, especially those that may be considered ‘non-traditional’ or
originate from non-Western contexts. Embracing a broader spectrum of paradigms can enrich our
research approaches and outcomes, offering a wider range of valuable insights and perspectives.

Understanding and choosing a research paradigm is crucial because it shapes the entire
research process—from framing the research question to deciding on methods, and interpreting
the results. In essence, the research paradigm not only guides the technical aspects of study design,
data collection, and analysis but also influences how researchers perceive and interact with their
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subject matter. It shapes the ethical considerations, the relationship with participants, and the
ultimate goals of the research. By understanding and consciously choosing a research paradigm,
researchers ensure that their work is coherent, meaningful, and aligned with their philosophical
perspectives on reality, knowledge, and values. Let’s delve into how these philosophical
underpinnings can shape each stage of the research process with some examples.

The paradigm a researcher adopts fundamentally shapes the nature of the questions they ask.
For instance, in positivism, research questions are often framed to test hypotheses or measure
variables, seeking to establish causal relationships or correlations. Constructivist, interpretivist,
and critical realist paradigms, however, encourage questions that explore the meanings,
experiences, and perceptions of participants, aiming to understand the complexity of human
behaviour in particular contexts. These questions are then further refined based on the focus of
the paradigm, leading to studies that focus on either societal change or a deeper understanding of
lived experience. Pragmatism allows for flexibility, meaning research questions can be designed
to solve specific problems, often leading to mixed-methods approaches.

The choice of methodologies and methods is also deeply influenced by the researcher’s
paradigmatic stance. Positivists might lean towards structured methodologies that mimic
the scientific method, employing quantitative measures such as surveys or experiments.
Constructivists and interpretivists prefer qualitative methods like in-depth interviews, participant
observation, or thematic analysis, which allow for a deep dive into participants’ lived experiences
and the meanings they ascribe to them. Pragmatists select methods based on what best answers
the research question, often combining qualitative and quantitative approaches in a pragmatic,
problem-solving orientation. Critical realists might use a combination of qualitative and
quantitative methods to explore both the surface phenomena and the underlying social or structural
mechanisms contributing to these phenomena.

Paradigms also dictate how data are collected and analysed, influencing the interaction with
participants and the interpretation of data. Positivist approaches tend to emphasise objectivity
and detachment, aiming for a neutral stance that minimises the researcher’s influence on the
data. Findings are usually presented as objective truths or confirmed hypotheses, using statistical
analysis to support conclusions. In contrast, constructivist and interpretivist paradigms view
the researcher as a key instrument in the research process, engaging in reflective practices to
interpret nuanced meanings within data, acknowledging their subjective influence. Findings are
usually presented as insights into the participants’ perspectives, often narratively or through rich,
descriptive accounts, emphasising the subjective nature of knowledge. The pragmatist paradigm
focuses on practical outcomes, guiding the selection of data collection and analysis techniques
that are most likely to produce actionable insights. Results are usually presented in a way that
highlights their practical implications. The critical realist paradigm involves analysing data to
identify not just what is happening but why it is happening, looking for patterns that reveal the
influence of hidden structures or power relations. Findings are usually presented in a way which
highlights or critiques the underlying societal mechanisms leading to a particular phenomenon.

So, in summary, understanding and explaining your research paradigms in publications or theses
is not merely a theoretical exercise but a practical necessity that underpins the trustworthiness,
clarity, and impact of research. It serves as a bridge connecting the philosophical foundations of
a study with its practical execution and interpretation, enriching both the research process and
its contributions to knowledge. The explicit articulation of research paradigms contributes to
ongoing disciplinary dialogue and debate about the nature of reality and knowledge construction
in a field. It encourages reflexivity among researchers, prompting them to consider and articulate
their own positions. This reflexivity enriches the field by fostering a diversity of perspectives
and approaches, leading to a more robust and dynamic academic discourse. For those looking
to replicate or build upon a study, understanding its paradigmatic underpinnings is essential.
It ensures that subsequent research is grounded in the same philosophical assumptions, or
consciously diverges from them, maintaining a level of methodological consistency and rigour
across studies.

The inability to formulate clear goals shows ignorance of the organization’s scope of
activities, inability to competently motivate employees to work often leads to the fact that
an enterprise or firm cannot maintain its position in the market, and competing organizations
that have competently distributed such an important resource as time very quickly outpace the
enterprise in many respects. The management difficulties listed by the authors of the article
arise in our country due to the lack of management experience in a market economy.

Managers decide everything themselves without
involving employees in the management process, and the employees themselves are therefore
sluggish, requiring more time to complete the task. Enterprise managers do not think about
further development in the long term. Therefore, organizations should try to change the attitude
of employees to work.

Results and Discussion. In Georgian science and practice, we often find terms such as
“management” and “manager”. The use of these English-language terms in Georgia began in the
90s of the 20th century, during the transition to the market principles of the Georgian economy.
To date, such a concept as “management” has been consolidated in scientific and everyday use,
and hundreds of educational programs of Georgian higher institutions train qualified managers.
There are dozens of definitions of management in Georgian literature. Many of them agree that
management is a special type of management that has its characteristics, namely:

1. Management is a system of interchangeable actions, principles, and approaches.

2. Management is carried out in a market economy.

3. Management is management within one specific organization.

4. Management aims to generate commercial profit.

5. Management is carried out by hired professional managers [1, 2, 3, 4, 5].

The need to clarify the concept of “management” is urgent. It is impossible to understand
many modern management problems without determining the correct direction and content of
personnel training. It is necessary for students and teachers to solve the problem involved in
the process of training specialists in the field of management, or even to formulate it correctly.

The term “management” first appeared in England in 1886, when Eile and Town
Manufacturing Henry R. Town tried to systematize the existing knowledge in the field
of production management. However, the term “management” was coined only in 1911 by
Frederick W. Taylor. It gained real importance with the publication of Taylor’s book “Principles
of Scientific Management”. This work marked the beginning of management as a management
science. In Taylor’s understanding, the importance of scientific management is the separation
of management activities from those of performers, the selection and training of personnel, and
the material incentives of workers [6].

The further development of management was continued by F. and L. Gilbraith, G. Gant
schools of scientific management. They proved that by introducing rationalization methods
(improvement of labor operations, scheduling of work tasks) it is possible to increase labor
efficiency.

A better explanation is also found in A. Fayol’s famous 14 principles of management.
He was the first to formulate the basic management functions that express the essence of the
Western management system: “Management means foreseeing, planning, organizing, directing,
coordinating and controlling” [7].

All scientific fields, especially economics, need competent specialists who understand and
know not only their main field of activity. Particularly noticeable is the lack of highly qualified
management personnel, which requires specialist managers who can quickly make management
decisions.

This implies the ability to determine facts objectively, the ability to make
management decisions, the ability to act in non-standard situations, patience during analysis,
building logical chains, calmness as the ability to compromise, and the ability to listen to
opponents. The last feature is especially important because a. In Govinda’s statement, “A dead
truth is no better than a lie because it leads to inertia, the most incomprehensible form of
ignorance” [9].

All the above management difficulties in our country arise due to the lack of management
experience in a market economy. The transition from a command to a market economy has
just happened, and the mentality of most people has remained the same. So, today, despite
the creation of a corporate culture by companies, many employees of enterprises, firms, and
organizations work not to advance the company, but simply to receive a certain remuneration
for their work.

In addition, many organizations choose an authoritarian management style. Managers
decide everything independently without involving employees in the management process, and
therefore employees themselves are lazy and need more time to complete tasks. Enterprise
managers do not think about further development in the long term. Therefore, organizations
should try to change the attitude of employees towards work.

reducing costs.
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RESUME

The article analyzes the evolution of the concept of “management”. The main problems of modern
Georgian management are considered, particularly the quality of management personnel. The
need for interaction between science and practice of management of organizations, continuous
exchange of knowledge, between scientific institutes and enterprises, and generalization of
accumulated experience in specific new management theories is revealed. It is concluded that
the creation of a new form of cooperation will ensure the effective functioning of enterprises and

POLAND AND UKRAINE’S GEOSTRATEGIC CHOICES
Summary

Poland-Ukraine relations, which have a long tradition, are characterized by the existence
of complex and multifaceted processes and events. Both peoples, Polish and Ukrainian, have a
long experience of interacting and functioning in common state structures, a common enemy
in the struggle for independence, loss of statehood and its restoration. The history of bilateral
relations is rich in dramatic and even tragic events that left a traumatic mark in the collective
memory of the two nations. Due to the situation created in Ukraine today, the attention of
the world community is not only focused on this country, but also on all participants in the
resolution of the crisis. Among the latter, Poland is especially noteworthy, which has always
actively participated in the fate of Ukraine. Therefore, when analyzing Polish-Ukrainian rela-
tions, it is worth paying equal attention to both the historical experience of relations between
these countries and their current situation.

On the one hand, Poland was the first to recognize Ukraine’s independence, on the other
hand, it did not support the creation of a military-political union. When L. Kuchma came
to power in Ukraine, the Poland-Ukraine declaration on strategic cooperation was signed.
Warsaw set a course to bring Kyiv closer to Europe. With all the possible support of the EU’s
enlargement policy, Poland already in 2001 proposed to the EU its vision of the concept of
relations with Ukraine, Belarus and Russia, which was based on the idea of creating a “ring
of friendly countries”. Through close cooperation on the borders of the European Union,
in the field of politics, security, economy and culture. Today we can declare a high level of
cooperation between Poland and Ukraine. Traditionally, relations in the political and eco-
nomic spheres come to the fore. The priorities of Polish foreign policy for 2012-2016 state that
Ukraine is an important strategic partner of Poland, which, in turn, supports the aspirations
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of Ukrainian society in the European Union and the deepening of relations between NATO
and Ukraine. There was the 2004 “Orange Revolution” in Ukraine. Pro-Western candidate V.
According to Yushchenko, Poland acted as Ukraine’s “advocate” in the European Union. First,
“on November 17, 2004, at the initiative of the Polish side, the European Parliament adopted
a resolution calling for a fair and transparent second round of elections.” In addition, Poland
supported the invitation of Ukraine to the EU as soon as possible. When Yushchenko came to
power, one of the main topics of bilateral cooperation was the issue of dependence on Russian
gas supplies. However, the gas crisis of 2009 showed that dialogue with Russia is necessary.
Polish political scientists positively evaluated the role of Warsaw in the Orange Revolution.
Poland was given credit not only for normalizing the political situation in Ukraine, but also
for demonstrating its role in the European Union. As Warsaw pointed out, democracy in
Ukraine was recognized “not so much as a European, but as a Polish success”. The next step
in the activation of relations between Poland and Ukraine was the initiation of the Eastern
Partnership project (2009), which was connected with the idea of increasing the effectiveness
of the “European Neighborhood Policy”. Poland attached special importance to holding the
Eastern Partnership Summit on November 28, 2013 in Vilnius. It was expected to become a
landmark moment in the life of the Eastern Partnership, after the initialing of the Association
Agreements with the European Union and 6 countries. The “Eastern Partnership” (Georgia,
Moldova, Azerbaijan, Ukraine, Armenia, Belarus) was supposed to take place.

However, at the Vilnius Summit, the Association Agreement and the EU Free Trade Area
were initialed only with Georgia and Moldova, and an agreement on visa facilitation between
the EU and Azerbaijan was signed. No documents were signed regarding Ukraine, Armenia
and Belarus.

Today, the Polish minority in Ukraine occupies an important place in the structure of
Polish-Ukrainian cooperation. The ability to fulfill the needs of the Polish minority depends
on the quality of interstate relations. Also, interstate cooperation helps to establish contacts
between Polish and Ukrainian societies as a whole. Over the past two decades, Poland and
Ukraine have taken a number of measures to bring each other closer together, the results of
which were: visa-free border crossing for Polish and Ukrainian citizens, a network of Polish
consular offices in Ukraine, developed international rail and bus services, legal seasonal em-
ployment opportunities for Ukrainian citizens in Poland. According to the data of the Polish
Institute of Public Affairs, every tenth citizen of Ukraine visited Poland after 1991.

Another important aspect of political relations between Poland and Ukraine is security pol-
icy. As the Polish researcher A. Yevski notes, “the development of Polish-Ukrainian military
cooperation was a natural continuation of good neighborly relations between the countries.”
Security cooperation between Poland and Ukraine was aimed at NATO’s eastern expansion
and further integration.
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DIGITAL TRANSFORMATION OF GEORGIAN BUSINESS

RESUME

In the article - “Digital transformation of Georgian business” - this issue is studied in
agriculture. The research was conducted in agro-firms divided into three clusters. The first
cluster is a large enterprise with its suppliers, partners and customers, the second is a medium-
sized enterprise, and the third is a small enterprise.

The research was conducted in three stages:

1. Examination of respondents’ digital competences.

2. To determine the practical experience of respondents in digital skills.

3. Self-assessment of the respondents in the knowledge of digital technologies.

As a result of the research, it was concluded that the level of use of computers and mobile
phones is satisfactory on average. The use of agro-digital drone-robots equipped with the latest
laser is unsatisfactory - it did not even make up 1-2%. Out of a 5-point scale, 45% of the
respondents rate their knowledge of digital technologies at 4 points.

The research showed the lack of knowledge of the respondents in this field and lack of
financial means to purchase new digital tools.
