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The Impact of Macroeconomic Factors on Georgia's Tourism and Hospitality Service industry:
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Abstract

The paper examines the development trends of the global (including Georgia’s) tourism
and hospitality industry during the period of 2018-2025, along with the macro-environmental
factors that have hindered its growth. Specifically, it discusses:
